Respectfully request City Commission approve an ordinance authorizing the City Manager to enter into a
loan agreement with Project Woman of Springfield and Clark County, to provide $75,000.00 in funding for
the rehabilitation of two structures, containing 9 rental units, located at 1316 E. High Street. Main areas
of rehabilitation will consist of roofing, exterior stucco repair, electrical service work, plumbing, exterior
doors of carriage house, and floor coverings. Funding will be provided primarily from Chio Housing
Finance Agency (OHFA) at $242,582.00, and the HOME program funding at $75,000.00. Project Woman
will be providing $34,766 in funding resulting in a overall project cost of $352,348.00. Project consists of
rehabilitating two structures, containing nine rental units. These units will be rented to qualified
individuals that are receiving supportive assistance from Project Woman and meet HOME program
requirements and will require a 10 year affordability period.

WHEREAS, the City and Project Woman wish to have the property located at
1316 East High Street redeveloped and the City is willing to designate $75,000.00 in
HOME funds to assist Project Woman in the redevelopment of the property located at
1316 East High Street; and

WHEREAS, Project Woman provides essential services to victims of domestic
violence in Clark County; and

WHEREAS, the redevelopment of the property located at 1316 East High Street
is important to aid Project Woman in their services to victims of domestic violence; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary that this Ordinance become effective immediately in
order to enable the commitment of HOME funding within program timeframes, which
creates an emergency to preserve the public peace, health, safety and property
necessitating the immediate effectiveness of this Ordinance; NOW, THEREFORE:

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of The City of Springfield, Ohio, at
least four of its members concurring:

Section 1. That the City Manager is hereby authorized to enter into a Rental
Housing Project Loan Agreement {HOME Funded) (1316 E. High St. - 2016) with
. Project Woman of Springfield and Clark County, Inc. to be funded with $75,000 of the
City's HOME funds.

Section 2. That the Rental Housing Project Loan Agreement (HOME Funded)
(1316 E. High St. - 2016), a copy of which is attached hereto, is hereby approved.

Section 3. That by reason of the emergency set forth and defined in the
preamble hereto, this Ordinance shall take effect and be in force immediately.

RENTAL HOUSING PROJECT LOAN AGREEMENT
(HOME FUNDED)
(1316 E. High St. - 2016)

THIS PROJECT AGREEMENT is made and entered into this ___ day of

, 2016, by and between THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, OHIO
(hereinafter referred to as "City") and PROJECT WOMAN OF SPRINGFIELD AND
CLARK COUNTY, INC., (hereinafter referred to as “Owner”") whose mailing address is
525 East Home Road, Springfield, Ohio 45503.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City is operating and administering an affordable housing
program which is funded by moneys provided by the United States Department of
Housing and Urban Development (hereinafter referred to as "HUD") under the HOME
Investment Partnerships Program; and,

WHEREAS, the Owner has made application to the City for funding to assist
Owner in renovating the 9 unit housing structures (Manor House and Carriage House)
at 1316 E. High St., Springfield, Ohio ({the “Project Site”) to provide housing for persons
at or below 60% of area median income: and,

WHEREAS, Owner will obtain good title to the Project Site for purposes of
rehabilitation of the two residential structures (the Manor House and Carriage House
residential structures herein called the “Project Structures”) to be rented to person(s) at
or below 60% of area median income (hereinafter the “Project”); and,

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the parties hereto that funding will be provided to
Owner only if funding is made available to the City by HUD for the purpose of the
Project.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the following mutual covenants and
agreements, the parties do hereby agree as follows:

ARTICLE |
DEFINITIONS AND REPRESENTATIONS

Section 1. A "HOME Funded Housing Program Glossary" is attached to this
Agreement, and is incorporated herein by this reference. The meanings of terms
contained in the "HOME Funded Housing Program Glossary" shall govern in the
interpretation and application of this Project Agreement. The foregoing recitals are also
incorporated into this Project Agreement by this reference.





Section 2. Owner represents that it is the fee simple owner of the Project Site on
the date first above written. Owner represents that the Project Site will be free and clear
of all encumbrances at the time that the herein describe restrictive use covenant and
mortgage are imposed on the Project Site as required in this Project Agreement.

Section 3. Owner acknowledges that the funding (hereinafter referred to as "the
Deferred Loan and Installment Loan") to be made available to Owner by means of this
Project Agreement is subject to rules and regulations promulgated by HUD. Owner
understands that the Deferred Loan and Installment Loan are subject to strict
compliance with the requirements of 24 CFR Part 8 subpart C, Part 24, Part 35, Part
58, Part 92, 49 CFR Part 24; 2 CFR Part 200; and handbook #1378 Tenant Assistance
Relocation and Real Property Acquisition published by HUD. Owner agrees to fully
cooperate with the City to ensure that the Deferred Loan and Installment Loan made
pursuant to this Project Agreement and the activities of Owner made possible by the
Deferred Loan and installment Loan will be conducted in full compliance with these
requirements.

Section 4. Owner represents and warrants that all certifications made by Owner
to the City are true and correct. Owner further agrees that should any of the information
contained in such certifications materially change during the term of this Project
Agreement, Owner shall immediately notify the City of such changes and provide the
City with amendments to its certifications to ensure that the City is continually in the
possession of current and correct information. Further, should Owner discover that any
representations contained in Owner's certification required under 24 CFR Part 24
[debarment of contractors] is in error, Owner will immediately inform HUD as well as the
City of such error.

Section 5. Owner acknowledges and warrants that the Deferred Loan and
Installment Loan to be made pursuant to this Project Agreement will be used for the
rehabilitation of a multi-family, in which no more than nine (9) dweliing units shali be
HOME - assisted dwelling units.

Section 6. Owner has adopted the “Accessible Housing Program”, a copy of
which is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein by this reference. Owner
shall not make any amendments to the said “Accessible Housing Program” without first
submitting such amendments to City for City's review and approval. Such amendments
shall be implemented by Owner only after receiving written approval from the City.

ARTICLE Il
CONSTRUCTION WORK

Section 1. Owner shall rehabilitate the Project Structures in conformance with
construction specifications a copy of which shall be provided to City for its approval
prior to commencement of any construction on the Project Structures. Owner shall use
only construction specifications to which the City makes no objection. Upon completion
of the rehabilitation work the Project shall comprise nine (9) dwelling units to be held out





by the Owner for occupancy by person(s) at or below 60% of area median income.

Section 2. The rehabilitation work which Owner is required to perform shall be
completed so that the rehabilitated Project conforms to the minimum requirements of
Part 13 of the Building Code in the City's Codified Ordinances, the residential unit to be
rehabilitated pursuant to this Project Agreement must be decent, safe and sanitary
[complying with 43 CFR 24.2(f)] and must comply with the "American Standard
Specifications for Making Buildings and Facilities Accessible to, and Usable by, the
Physically Handicapped," Number A-117.1-R 1972 when the construction work is
completed, subject to any applicable exceptions contained in 41 CFR 101-19.604.

Section 3. Owner agrees to abate all lead-based paint hazards existing in the
Project Structures, if any, in compliance with the provisions of 24 CFR Section 92.355.
The Owner is obligated to abate all lead-based paint hazards whether or not the
abatement of such hazards is contained in the construction specifications. This duty to
abate all lead-based paint hazards includes abating hazards discovered after
rehabilitation work has commenced. All costs of abating such lead-base paint hazards
shall be entirely the responsibility of the Owner.

Section 4. The construction described in this Article will be performed by a
licensed general contractor (hereinafter "Contractor"}, utilizing AIA documents A117
and A201 to which shall be attached and incorporated therein the Supplemental
Conditions attached hereto as Exhibit B. The AIA document A117, A201 and the
above referred to Supplemental Conditions are hereinafter referred to as the
"Construction Contract”.

Section 5. The Owner agrees to diligently enforce all terms and conditions of its
Construction Contract. Owner shall require Contractor to accept full responsibility for 1)
payments of all unemployment compensation, insurance premiums, worker's
compensation premiums, all income tax deductions, social security deductions, and any
and all other taxes or payroll deductions required for all employees engaged in the
performance of the work included in the Construction Contract; and 2) providing
workers with proper safety equipment and taking any and all necessary precautions to
guarantee the safety of workers or persons otherwise affected.

Section 6. Owner agrees to commence construction on or before the 60th day
following conveyance of the Project Site to Owner and shall complete rehabilitation of
the Project Structures on or before March 31, 2017. The dates for completion of
construction may be extended only by obtaining the written permission of the City to
extend the completion date. The City shall have complete discretion in determining
whether or not to grant such permission and shall not be obligated in any way to grant
such permission. In no event may an extension be granted for a total time extending
beyond December 31, 2017.

Section 7. Owner agrees to provide its "Notice to Proceed" to the City for an
approving counter signature before the "Notice to Proceed" is provided to the
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Contractor employed by Owner authorizing the Contractor to proceed to rehabilitate the
Project Structures.

Section 8. Owner shall allow and shall require Owner's contractor to allow the
City to have access to the Project Site at any time for purposes of inspecting work
which was performed or is being performed as well as for Owner's compliance with all
other terms of this Project Agreement. Owner hereby gives representatives of the City
permission to enter on to the Project Site without prior advance notice to Owner. The
City's right to enter onto the Project Site shall continue during rehabilitation and
thereafter throughout the term of this Project Agreement.

ARTICLE Il
PROJECT FUNDING

Section 1. Owner represents that as of the date of this Project Agreement it has
on hand Owner funding in the amount of Zero Dollars ($-0-) which is available to Owner
and will be used to fund construction and operation of the Project.

Section 2. Owner represents that as of the date of this Project Agreement it has
on hand a legally binding commitment from the Ohio Housing Finance Agency for
Project funding in the amount of Two Hundred Forty Two Thousand Five Hundred
Eighty Two Dollars ($242,582.00) of first mortgage financing which will be used to fund
eligible Project expenses.

Section 3. Deferred Loan. City agrees to make a Deferred Loan to Owner in the
sum of up to Thirty Seven Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($37,500.00) in cash, out of
an allocation of HOME funds provided to the City by HUD. The Deferred Loan
proceeds will be made available to Owner pursuant to the terms and conditions of
Sections 8 through 11 of this Article, subject to the funds being wired to the City by
HUD.

Section 4. The Deferred Loan proceeds shall be repaid on the City's demand
and shall bear no interest. Repayment of the Deferred Loan unpaid principle shall be
made in one lump sum of the total amount loaned by City to Owner pursuant to this
Agreement. The City agrees not to demand repayment of the Deferred Loan while
Owner continues in full compliance with all terms of this Project Agreement. In the
event Owner violates any of the terms of this Project Agreement, City may at any time
and at its sole discretion demand immediate repayment of the Deferred Loan. Upon
the Owner completing its obligations under this Project Agreement, the City shall forgive
the then outstanding unpaid balance of the Deferred Loan. The Deferred Loan shall
not be assumable without first obtaining, in advance, the written consent of the City.

Section 5. |nstallment Loan. City agrees to make an Installment Loan to Owner
in the sum of up to Thirty Seven Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($37,500.00) in cash,
out of an allocation of HOME funds provided to the City by HUD. The Installment Loan
proceeds will be made available to Owner pursuant to the terms and conditions of
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Sections 8 through 11 of this Article, subject to the funds being wired to the City by
HUD. The Installment Loan shall be for a period of ten (10) years and shall bear
interest at the rate of zero percent {(-0%-) per annum, simple interest on the unpaid
principal sum. Repayment of the Installment Loan shall be made in Cne hundred
twenty (120), equal monthly installments of Three Hundred Twelve Dollars and Fifty
Cents ($312.50) each, with the first payment due July 1, 2017. This Installment Loan
shall not be assumable without first obtaining in advance the written consent of the City.

Section 6. The Deferred Loan shall be evidenced by and repayment shall be
governed by a demand promissory note, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit C (the
"Demand Note") and is incorporated herein by this reference. The Installment Loan
shall be evidenced by and repayment shall be governed by an installment promissory
note, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit D (the " Instaliment Note") and is
incorporated herein by this reference. Owner agrees to execute said notes.

Section 7. The Owner may prepay the entire outstanding balance of the
principle sum of the Deferred Loan and Installment Loan at any time and without
penalty.

Section 8. Owner shall use the Deferred and Instaliment Loan proceeds
exclusively for rehabilitation costs for the Project Structures for rehabilitation of the
HOME -assisted dwelling units contained in the Project. Such loan proceeds may be
used only for funding eligible costs pursuant to all applicable law.

Section 9. The Deferred Loan and Instaliment Loan shall be secured by an open
end mortgage on the Project Site in the amount of up to Seventy-Five Thousand Dollars
($75,000.00). A copy of the mortgage form is attached hereto as Exhibit E and is
incorporated herein by this reference. Owner agrees to execute the mortgage. The
mortgage shall not be subordinated to any other lien or encumbrance except real estate
taxes and assessments not yet due and payable.

Section 10. Owner shall be fully responsible to prepare, record with the Clark
County Recorder, serve on the original construction contractor and the City and post at
the Project Site the "Notice of Commencement" described in Ohio Revised Code
section 1311.04. Owner shall be fully responsible to provide copies of the Notice of
Commencement to all entities who request a copy. Owner shall provide City with a copy
of all Notices of Furnishing which are served on Owner.

Section 11. Loan proceeds shall be dispersed as follows:

Work Completed Amount

Completion of repair of deteriorated stucco $22,300.00
Completion of all flooring in both Project Structures $45,700.00
Completion of reshingleing of Manor House $ 7.000.00
Total disbursements $75,000.00






ARTICLE IV
ELIGIBLE COSTS

Section 1. "Eligible Costs" include only; (1) repair of deteriorated stucco, (2)
installation of flooring in both Project Structures and (3) reshingleing of Manor House.

Section 2. Owner must incur a minimum of eligible costs equal to at least One
Thousand Dollars ($1,000) times the total number of HOME assisted dwelling units,
projected to be contained in the Project when rehabilitation is completed, before loan
disbursements may commence.

Section 3. Total Loan disbursements shall not exceed the sum of the following
dollar amounts for completed dwelling units in the Project after construction: (i) One
Hundred Forty Thousand One Hundred Seven Dollars ($140,107.00) per unit for units
with no bedrooms, (ii) One Hundred Sixty Thousand Six Hundred Fifteen Doliars
($160,615.00) per unit for units with one bedroom, (iii) One Hundred Ninety Five
Thousand Three Hundred Four Dollars ($195,304.00) per unit for units with two
bedrooms, (iv) Two Hundred Fifty Two Thousand Six Hundred Sixty Two Dollars
($252,662.00) per unit for units with three bedroom and (v) Two Hundred Seventy
Seven Thousand Three Hundred Forty Four Dollars ($277,344.00) per unit for units with
four or more bedrooms.

Section 4. Eligible costs do not include materials, supplies, labor or work
donated to Owner.

Section 5. Eligible costs include only those costs qualifying as such under 24
CFR 92.206.

Section 8. In the event the Owner does not accomplish "Completion of Project”
on the Project in full compliance with this Project Agreement none of the costs incurred
will qualify as eligible costs and all monies disbursed to Owner by the City shall be
immediately repaid to the City upon the City's written demand.

Section 7. In the event HUD determines that any costs which were funded by
Loan proceeds were not eligible costs, Owner shall repay to City the amount of the
Deferred Loan and Installment Loan made to fund costs found not to be eligible costs.
This section places an absolute obligation on Owner to indemnify and hold the City
harmless from any expenditure recovery action by HUD against the City to recover
funding for Owner's costs determined by HUD to be ineligible costs or disbursement of
HOME funds in violation of 24 CFR part 92.

ARTICLE V
RELOCATION AND DISPLACEMENT

Section 1. The Owner shall pay all costs of temporary and permanent relocation
of displaced tenants and all costs of replacement of any dwelling units for lower income





families and dwelling units of low and moderate income families if those dwelling units
cease to be lower income family dwelling units or low/moderate income family dwelling
units as a result of construction performed on the Project Site or as a result of Owner's
actions thereafter; provided such costs must be paid to such tenants to comply with the
provisions of the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies
Act of 1970, as amended, and all regulations related thereto. The Owner shall
indemnify and hold the City harmless for any relocation costs or replacement unit costs
which HUD may require the City to pay as a result of federal funding being made
available to Owner through this Project Agreement.

Section 2. The Owner agrees to fully comply with the City's Ordinance 99-136
Policies as amended. The City's Ordinance 99-136 Policies as amended is on file in
the City's Community Development Department. Owner acknowledges that Owner has
obtained a copy of the City's Ordinance 99-136 Policies as amended and understands
Owner’s obligations under the City's Ordinance 99-136 Policies as amended.

Section 3. Upon City's request Owner shall prepare and submit to City, for City's
approval, a Relocation Plan that complies with all applicable law and with the provisions
of this Project Agreement. The Owner agrees to fully perform his obligations as set
forth in the Relocation Plan, as approved by City, and to promptly pay all related costs.
The Owner will not take any action which is not specifically set forth in the Relocation
Plan, as approved by City. The Owner will not take any action which may result in the
displacement of a tenant without first advising the City of Owner's intention to engage in
such action and obtaining the City's written consent to go forward with such action.

Section 4. The Owner agrees to deliver all required notices to tenants so as to
comply with applicable law and the approved Relocation Plan and to obtain a written
receipt from each tenant acknowledging the date of receipt for each notice delivered.

Section 5. Owner agrees not to rehabilitate a dwelling unit (intended for rental)
until after the tenant of such dwelling unit has entered into a one year lease with Owner
which shall commence upon completion of rehabilitation of the unit and commencement
of occupancy of the dwelling unit by such tenant. Owner further represents to the City
that Owner has provided the City with a true copy of the form of one year leases which
Owner will enter into with the above tenants (unless the City has waived, in writing, the
requirement to provide the form lease). Owner further agrees not to amend, modify, or
cancel any of such leases without first informing the City of his intent to do so. Owner
shall bear the full cost of all tenant relocation costs and unit replacement costs which
may be a consequence of Owner's modification, amendment or cancellation of any of
the said leases.

Section 6. Owner is absolutely responsible to indemnify the City for any costs
imposed on the City by HUD, or any other Federal or state agency, which result from
the Owner choosing not to adhere to the representations made to the City as set forth
in this Article.





ARTICLE VI
AFFORDABLE HOUSING OBLIGATIONS

Section 1. The duties imposed upon the Owner, its successors and assigns,
under this Article VI shall continue in effect for a period of five (5) full years following the
date of completion of each of the Project Structures (the "affordability period").
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the affordability period shall in no event be shorter than
the term of any FHA insured mortgage given to secure financing for the construction of
the Project. (See 24 CFR 92.258)

(a) Section 2. [Intentionaily omitted]

Section 3.  Throughout the affordability period the Project Structures shall not
be rented for a sum greater than the lesser of:

(a)  The fair market rent for existing housing for comparable units in the area
as established by HUD under 24 CFR §888.111, less the monthly allowance for the
utilities and services (excluding telephone) to be paid by the tenant; or

(b) A rentthat does not exceed 30 percent of the adjusted income of a family
whose gross income equals 65 percent of the median income for the area, as
determined by HUD, with adjustment for number of bedrooms in the unit, except that
HUD may establish income ceilings higher or lower than 65 percent of the median for
the area on the basis of HUD'S findings that such variations are necessary because of
prevailing levels of construction costs or fair market rents, or unusually high or low
family incomes. In determining the maximum monthly rent that may be charged for a
unit that is subject to this limitation, the Owner must subtract a monthly allowance for
any utilities and services (excluding telephone) to be paid by the tenant. HUD will
provide average occupancy per unit and adjusted income assumptions to be used in
calculating the maximum rent allowed under paragraph (b) of this section.

Section 4. Throughout the affordability period, if any part of the Project
Structures is rented, at least twenty percent (20%) of the units in the Project Structures
shall be:

(@)  Occupied by very low-income families who pay as a contribution toward
rent (excluding any federal or state rental subsidy provided on behalf of the family) not
more than 50 percent of the family's monthly adjusted income as determined by HUD.
To obtain the maximum monthly rent that may be charged for a unit that is a subject to
this limitation, the Owner shall multiply the annual adjusted income of the tenant family
by 30 percent and divide by 12 and, if applicable, subtract a monthly allowance for any
utilities ad services (excluding telephone) to be paid by the tenant; or

(b)  Occupied by very low-income families and bearing rents not greater than

30 percent of the gross income of a family whose income equals 50 percent of the
median income for the area, as determined by HUD, with adjustment for smaller and
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larger families, except that HUD may establish income ceilings higher or lower than 50
percent of the median for the area on the basis of HUD'S findings that such variations
are necessary because of prevailing levels of construction costs or fair market rents, or
unusually high or low family incomes. In determining the maximum monthly rent that
may be charged for a unit that is subject to this limitation, the Owner must subtract a
monthly allowance for any utilities and services (excluding telephone) to be paid by the
tenant. HUD will provide average occupancy per unit assumptions to be used in
calculating the maximum rent allowed under paragraph (b) of this section.

The applicable rent under this Section shall be the lower of subsection 4(a) or 4(b).

Section 5.  Throughout the affordability period all of the Project Structures shall
be occupied only by households that qualify as low-income families.

Section 6.  Throughout the affordability period, the Owner, its successors and
assigns, shall not refuse to lease units in the Project (if any part of the Project is used
as a rental dwelling unit) to holders of a certificate of family participation under 24 CFR
part 882 (Rental Certificate Program) or a rental voucher under 24 CFR part 887
(Rental Voucher Program) or to the holder of a comparahle document evidencing
participation in a HOME tenant- based assistance program because of the status of the
prospective tenant as a holder of such certificate of family participation, rental voucher,
or comparable HOME tenant-based assistance document.

Section7.  The Owner, its successors or assigns, shall not be in violation of
this Article VI despite a temporary noncompliance with sections 4 and 5 of this Article, if
the noncompliance is caused by increases in the incomes of existing tenants and if
actions satisfactory to HUD are being taken to ensure that all vacancies are filled in
accordance with this Article untif the noncompliance is corrected. Tenants who no
longer qualify as low-income families must pay as rent the lesser of the amount payable
by the tenant under State or local law or 30 percent of the family's adjusted monthly
income, as re-certified annually. The preceding sentence shall not apply with respect to
funds made available under this part for units that have been allocated at low-income
housing tax credit by a housing credit agency pursuant to section 42 of the Internal
Revenue Code 1986 (26 U.S.C. 42),

Section 8.  Throughout the affordability period the City shall have the absolute
right to review and approve all rents for units in the Project proposed by the Owner, and
any successor in interest to Owner, prior to such rents taking effect and being charged
to Project tenants. The City shall have the absolute right to review and approve for all
Project units subject to the maximum rent limitations contained in Sections 2 and 3 of
this Article, the monthly allowances, proposed by the Owner, for utilities and services to
be paid by the tenant. The Owner shall reexamine the income of each tenant
household living in low-income units at least annually. The maximum monthly rent shail
be recalculated by the Owner and reviewed and approved by the City annually, and
may change as changes in the applicable gross rent amounts, the income adjustments,
or the monthly allowance for utilities and services warrant. Any increase in rents for





lower income units is subject to the provisions of outstanding leases, in any event, the
Owner must provide tenants of those units not less than 30 days prior written notice
before implementing any increase in rents.

Section 9. The Owner shall include a provision in each lease agreement for a
Project unit requiring the tenant to provide to the Owner and the City on an annual basis
a signed Annual Tenant Income Certification & Monitoring Form which has been
completely filled out by or on behalf of the tenant.

Section 10. The obligations of the Owner and Owners successors and assigns
shall be imposed and enforced by means of a restrictive use covenant contained in the
"Restrictive Use Covenant" attached as Exhibit F. It is the intent of the parties hereto
that the restrictive use covenant shall run with the land described as the Project lots.
The restrictive use covenant shall remain in full force and effect throughout the
affordability period. It is the further intent of the parties hereto that the restrictive use
covenant may be enforced by the City, HUD and/or any third party beneficiaries
aggrieved by violation of the restrictive use covenant.

ARTICLE VII
LONG-TERM OWNER OBLIGATIONS

Section 1. The Project Structures shall remain, and Owner shall do all things
necessary to ensure that the Project Structures remain, in private ownership and in
primarily residential use throughout the affordability period; unless, any of the Project
Structures is sold to another private owner who agrees to accept assignment of and be
bound to all of the terms and conditions of this Project Agreement.

Section 2. The Owner and Owner's lessees shall be obligated throughout the
affordability period to rent units in the Project by means of a written lease which meets
at least the minimum standards contained in 24 CFR 92.253 and in this Project
Agreement. Owner shall contractually obligate Owner's lessees to comply with this
provision.

Section 3. The Owner and Owner's lessees shall not discriminate against
prospective tenants or purchasers on the basis of their receipt of, or eligibility for,
housing assistance under any federal, state or local housing assistance program or,
except for a housing project for elderly persons, on the basis that the tenants have a
minor child or children who will be residing with them. The Owner shall comply with this
obligation not to discriminate throughout the affordability period.

Section 4. The Owner shall comply with the nondiscrimination and equal
opportunity requirements of those statutes, regulations and executive orders listed in 24
CFR Sections 92.350 and shall comply with and implement fully (in connection with
renting dwelling units in the Project) the City's Affirmative Marketing Policy. The City's
Affirmative Marketing Policy is on file in the City's Community Development
Department. Owner acknowledges that he has obtained a copy of and has read the
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City's Affirmative Marketing Policy and understands his obligations under the City's
Affirmative Marketing Policy. The Owner shall comply with this obligation not to
discriminate and to engage in Affirmative Marketing throughout the affordability period.:

Section 5. The Owner shall maintain the Project in primarily residential use
throughout the affordability period.

Section 6. For any of the Project Structures that is leased, the Owner and
Owner's lessees will not prohibit pets in any living units in the Project Structures which
are intended for occupancy by elderly persons or by handicapped persons, when
elderly persons or handicapped persons are to receive a preference in tenant selection.
The Owner will not adopt any pet regulations for the Project Structures which are
inconsistent with or violate the limitations upon the adoption of pet rules as set forth in
24 CFR Part 243 and shall in all respects strictly comply with all requirements contained
in 24 CFR Part 243. The Owner shall comply with the abligations imposed upon him
under this section throughout the affordability period. Owner shall contractually obligate
Owner's lessees to comply with this provision.

Section 7. Owner shall ensure that all buildings and improvements comprising
the Project Structures are kept insured against loss by fire or tornado throughout the
affordability period or until the Deferred Loan has been forgiven and th Instaliment Loan
has been repaid in accordance with Article Il whichever occurs first. The said
insurance shall be in amount and in companies at all times satisfactory to the City. If
the Project Structures are located in an area identified by the Federal Emergency
Management Agency as having special fiood hazards the Owner shall ensure that flood
insurance is obtained for the Project Structures under the National Flood Insurance
Program in an amount satisfactory to the City. The Owner shall ensure that such flood
insurance is maintained in effect throughout the affordability period. Throughout the
affordability period Owner will provide the City with annual (on each of the anniversary
dates of this Project Agreement) certificates of insurance certifying that the above
insurance coverages remain in effect for the Project Structures and that the insurance
will not be cancelled without the City receiving at least fifteen (15) days advance notice
of cancellation.

Section 8. The Owner will not permit or tolerate the use of Project Structures,
while owned by Owner, for any unlawful purpose at any time throughout the affordability
period. The Owner agrees to use his best efforts to stop any unlawful activities which
may be conducted at the Project Structures which Project Structures are owned by
Owner, including, but not limited to, full cooperation with police agencies and lawful
eviction of offending tenants.

Section 9. Owner shall ensure that all buildings and improvements comprising
the Project Structures are kept in good repair and in such a condition so as to comply
with the provisions of Part 13 of the City's Codified Ordinances, and shall ensure that all
grounds and landscaping at all Project Structures are properly maintained, and shall not
commit or permit waste thereon throughout the affordability period.
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Section 10. Violation of any of the provisions contained in this Article VI§ shali be
an event of default under the promissory notes issued pursuant to this Agreement and
the related mortgage. Should such event of default occur, the City shall have the right,
without presentment, demand or notice, to immediately declare the outstanding, unpaid
balances of the Deferred Loan and Installment Loan to be immediately due and
payable to the City. The City shall further have the right to avail itself of any and all
remedies available to the City under the related mortgage, the restrictive use covenant
and/or any provision of this Project Agreement.

ARTICLE VIII
ADDITIONAL WARRANTIES AND OBLIGATIONS

Section 1. Owner acknowledges that HUD, in selecting the City for award of
HOME funds, relied, in material part, upon assurances made by the City as to the
conduct and completion of the housing program receiving HOME funding. The Owner
represents that he is familiar with the assurances made by the City to HUD and Owner
agrees to and warrants that it will conduct its construction and its rental operations on
the Project and all activities engaged in by Owner in performing this Project Agreement
so as to conform to the assurances made by the City to HUD.

Section 2. Owner agrees that the transaction which is the subject of this Project
Agreement and all activities engaged in by Owner in performing this Project Agreement
shall be conducted in full and complete compliance with all federal, state and local
constitutions, charters, statutes, ordinances, rules and regulations of whatever nature.
Owner shall do all things necessary to accomplish such full and complete compliance.
Warning: it is unlawful for officials and employees of City to receive gratuities. Owner
shall not engage in any conflict of interest in violation of 24 CFR 92.356.

Section 3. Owner shall keep, maintain and allow access to all books, records
and other documents, recording and verifying use of the Deferred Loan and Instaliment
Loan funds provided pursuant to this Project Agreement and the direct or indirect
benefit to Owner therefrom; verifying Owner's affirmative marketing activities; verifying
Owner’s compliance with Article VI; and such other records as the City shall require
Owner to generate and maintain to verify compliance with all provisions of this Project
Agreement. Owner shall fully cooperate (including vigorous enforcement of lease
terms) with the City to obtain such information and documents from Owner's tenants
and purchasers as the City may deem necessary. Further, Owner shall give to any
authorized representative of the City, of HUD or of the Comptrolier General of the
United States access to at all times, and right to inspect, copy, audit and examine all
such books, records and other documents prepared or obtained in compliance with this
section. Owner shall retain such books, records and documents for a period of at least
five (8) years after the entire affordability period, Owner has completely satisfied all of
its obligations set forth in this Project Agreement and the City has released the
Mortgage to secure Owner's performance under this Project Agreement.
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Section 4. Owner warrants that to the best of its knowledge no City
Commissioner, officer or employee of the City, or their designees, agents or
consultants, has or shall have any interest, direct or indirect, in any contract or
subcontract, or the proceeds thereof, resulting from the use of the proceeds of the
Deferred Loan and Installment Loan.

Section 5. Owner shall indemnify and hold the City harmless from any liability of
any nature that may result from the acts or omissions of Owner in entering into this
Project Agreement, performing this Project Agreement or utilizing the funds loaned
pursuant to this Project Agreement. Further, Owner agrees to pay all attorneys fees
and court costs incurred by the City in defending itself, its City Commissioners, officials
and employees against such liability.

Section 6. Owner warrants that all work write-ups, construction specifications
and any construction cost estimates prepared by or on behalf of Owner and submitted
to the City have not been prepared by a third party related to or affiliated with the
Owner, if the Owner wishes to include the cost of preparing such work write-ups,
specifications or estimates as eligible costs; provided however the parties agree that
Owner will perform construction estimating and management services for Owner for
rehabilitation of the Project Structures.

Section 7. Owner warrants that it has not received Federal funding (including
any HOME assistance) and that there are no pending applications for federal funding
(including any HOME assistance) to finance any activities previously conducted, now
conducted or to be conducted on the Project, with the exception of federal funding
provided pursuant to this Project Agreement or assistance provided pursuant to 24 CFR
Parts 882 and 887 (ie. "Section 8 assistance") or tenant-based rental assistance or
assistance to a first time homebuyer to acquire housing previously assisted with HOME
funds (See 24 CFR 92.214).

Section 8. Owner shall strictly comply with the requirements of the Fair Housing
Act, 42 USC Sections 3601-3619 and the implementing regulations at 24 CFR Parts
100, 106 and 109; Executive Order 11063 [Equal Opportunity in Housing), and the
implementing regulations at 24 CFR Part 107; Titled VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964,
42 USC 2000d, and the implementing regulations at 24 CFR Part 1; and the Civil Rights
Act of 1991.

Section 9. Owner shall not engage in prohibited discrimination on the basis of
age in violation of the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, 42 USC Sections 6101-6107 and
the implementing regulations at 24 CFR Part 146.

Section 10. Owner shall not engage in prohibited discrimination on the basis of
handicap in violation of Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, 29 USC Section
794 and the implementing regulations at 24 CFR Part 8 or the Americans with
Disabilities Act of 1990.
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Section 11. Owner shall strictly comply with the requirements of Executive Order
11246 [Equal Employment Opportunity] and the implementing regulations issued under
the order at 41 CFR Chapter 60.

Section 12. Owner shall strictly comply with Section 3 of the Housing and Urban
Development Act of 1968, 12 USC Section 1701u {Employment Opportunities for
Businesses and Lower Income Persons in Connection with Assisted Projects] and the
implementing regulations at 24 CFR Part 135.

Section 13. Owner shall strictly comply with the requirements of the National
Historic Preservation Act, 16 USC Section 470-470t and the implementing regulations
at 36 CFR Part 800 [The Protection Of Historic And Cultural Properties].

Section 14. Owner shall provide to each person now residing in the Project and
all persons who reside in the Project Structures at any time throughout the term of this
Project Agreement with a copy of the notice prepared by HUD entitled "Watch Out For
Lead-based Paint Poisoning.” Owner shall obtain a receipt from each such occupant
verifying the date the occupant received the notice and will provide a true copy of the
receipt to the City.

Section 15. Owner shall, in good faith, fully comply with the spirit and the letter
of Chapter 153 of the City's Codified Ordinances entitled "Disadvantaged and Minority
Business Enterprises.”

Section 16. Owner shall not employ, engage the services of, or award a contract
to any general contractor or subcontractor who has been debarred, suspended or
placed in ineligibility status by HUD and Owner will place in each contract Owner enters
into with a general contractor or subcontractor a provision prohibiting such general
contractor or subcontractor from entering into a contract (related to construction of the
Project) with a person or other entity who is debarred, suspended or placed in
ineligibility status by HUD. Owner shall not lease or rent any unit in the Project to a
tenant who is debarred, suspended or placed in ineligibility status by HUD without first
obtaining written consent of the City to rent or lease a unit in the Project to such tenant.

Section 17. The Owner will not discriminate against any employees or applicant
for employment because of race, religion, color, sex, national origin, disability or age.
The Owner will take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are considered for
employment and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their
race, religion, color, sex, national origin, disability or age. The Owner will in all
solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the Owner, state
that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to
race, religion, color, sex, national origin, disability or age. The Owner will incorporate
the requirements of this paragraph in all of its respective contracts for any of the work
prescribed herein (other than subcontracts for standard commercial supplies or raw
materials), and the Owner will require all of its subcontractors for any part of such work
to incorporate such requirements in all subcontracts for such work.
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Section 18. The Owner warrants that the Project upon compietion of
construction shall have an estimated appraised value at acquisition by the immediate
successor in interest to Owner, if standard, or after any repair needed to meet property
standards in 24 CFR § 92.251, that does not exceed the limit described in Article VI,
Section 2 (a).

ARTICLE IX
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 1. This Project Agreement shall continue in full force and effect from the
date first above written and untit Owner's {including Owner's successors in interest to
the Project) obligations under Article VIII Section 3 (record retention) have been
satisfied to the City's complete satisfaction (ie., at a minimum five (5) years after
conclusion of the affordability period).

Section 2. Failure of City to complain of any act or omission on the part of the
Owner no matter how long the same may continue, shall not be deemed to be a waiver
by City of any of its rights hereunder. No waiver by City at any time, express or implied,
of any breach of any provision of this Project Agreement, shall be deemed a waiver of a
breach of any other provision of this Project Agreement or a consent to any subsequent
breach of the same or any other provision.

Section 3. This Project Agreement, including the recitals which are incorporated
herein, constitutes the entire understanding of the patrties and shall not be altered,
changed, modified, or amended, except by similar instruments in writing, executed by
the parties hereto.

Section 4. This Project Agreement is binding upon and inures to the benefit of
the parties hereto, their respective legal representatives, successors and assigns.

Section 5. Owner shall provide the City with a written status report on
September 1, December 1, March 1 and June 1 of each year describing:

(a) the status of construction activities, including percentage of completion of
each structure and projected completion date for each dwelling unit,

(b) the total sum invested in the Project as of the report date,

(c) the status of any lien or other claims against the Project, and

(d) the status of occupancy of the Project.

Project Woman's Chrysalis Program provides the area's only supportive housing specifically designed for
survivors of sexual assault, domestic violence, dating violence, and stalking.

Tenants at Chrysalis work together to create a supportive environment where they focus on recovery from trauma
and building toward self-sufficiency and independence through empowerment education. On site supports
including case management, children’s activities, etc. help to reduce barriers that would otherwise cause risk of
returning abusive environments and/or homelessness.

The Chrysalis Manor Renovation Project will accomplish much needed repairs and upgrades to the property at
1316 and 1314 E. High Street where we operate the Supportive Housing Program.

The property has not had major renovation completed in over 10 years and is in need of significant repairs in order
to maintain a safe and livable environment for the tenants. The Renovation Project includes improvements to the
Carriage House exterior to repair/restore the aging stucco, installing gutters, exterior doors, replacing water
heaters and some additional interior improvements including replacement of worn carpeting/flooring, cabinetry,
and paint. The main Manor House will also receive exterior repairs to include brick tucking and gutter replacement
in addition to interior upgrades to apartments in need of flooring replacement, water heaters, etc. The
improvements will help to create a more energy efficient environment as well as overall improvement to the safety
and soundness of the structure.

By repairing and renovating Chrysalis Manor we will ensure access to housing for survivors of domestic and
sexual violence. Without this project, survivors will add to the already strained resources addressing
homelessness in our community. Those who have experienced DV/SA have unique needs (i.e. safety) that are not
as effectively addressed through other housing solutions.

SUPPLEMENTAL CONDITIONS

SC.01. Permits and Codes. The Contractor shall comply with
(including giving all notices required) all applicable laws, ordinances, and codes
of The City of Springfield, Ohio (referred to as the "City") including the obtaining
of and payment for all required permits. The work described in this Agreement
must be completed by Contractor so that the construction of the Building
conforms to the minimum requirements of Part 13 of the Building Code in the
City's Codified Ordinances and s that the dwelling units in the Building are
decent, safe and sanitary [complying with 49 CFR 24.2(f)] and meet the Section
8 Housing Quality Standards for Existing Housing [contained in 24 CFR Section
882.109].

SC.02. Paint Containing Lead shall not be used by the Contractor or
any subcontractor in conducting the work. The regulations at 24 CFR Part 35:
1.) prohibit the use of lead-based paint in construction, rehabilitation, or
modernization of residential structures; 2.) require the elimination of lead-based
paint hazards in residential structures; and, 3.) require notification of lead-based
paint poisoning hazards to purchasers and tenants of residential structures
constructed prior to 1978. The Contractor agrees to do all things necessary so
that construction strictly complies with the provisions of 24 CFR Part 35.

SC.03. Inspection of Work. The United States Department of
Housing and Urban Development (referred to as "HUD") and inspectors for the
City shall have the right to examine and inspect construction work included in
this Agreement. These representatives shall be permitted to examine and
inspect all subcontracts, materials, equipment, payrolls, and conditions of
employment pertaining to the work including all relevant data and records.

SC.04. Employee Welfare and Safety. The Contractor shall
exercise proper precautions at all times for the protection of persons and
property and shall be responsible for all damages to persons or property, either
on or off the site, which occur as a result of its prosecution of the work. The
safety provisions of applicable laws and building codes shall be observed and the
Contractor shall take or cause to be taken such additional safety and health
measures as are reasonably necessary. Contractor agrees full responsibility to
ensure payment of all unemployment compensation, insurance premiums,
workers' compensation premiums, all income tax deductions, social security
deductions, and any and all other taxes or payroll deductions required for all
employees engaged for the performance of work authorized by this Agreement.
Contractor accepts full responsibility for providing workers with proper safety
equipment and taking any and all necessary precautions to guarantee the safety
of workers or persons otherwise affected. Contractor accepts full responsibility
for providing workers with proper safety equipment and taking any and all
necessary precautions to guarantee the safety of workers or persons otherwise





affected.

SC.05. Minimum Wages. All laborers and mechanics employed or
working upon the work site, will be paid unconditionally and not less often then
once a week, and without subsequent deduction or rebate on any account
(except such payroll deductions as are permitted by regulations issued by the
Secretary of Labor under the Copeland Act (29 CFR Part 3), the full amount of
wages and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash equivalents thereof) due at time of
payment computed at rates not less than those contained in the wage
determination of the Secretary of Labor which is attached hereto and made a part
hereof, regardless of any contractual relationship which may be alleged to exist
between Contractor and such laborers and mechanics. Contributions made or
costs reasonably anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits under Section 1(b)(2) of
the Davis-Bacon Act on behalf of laborers or mechanics are considered wages
paid to such laborers or mechanics, subject to the provisions of 29 CFR
5.5(a)(1)(iv); also, regular contributions made or costs incurred for more than a
weekly period (but not less often then quarterly) under plans, funds, or programs,
which cover the particular weekly period, are deemed to be constructively made
or incurred during such weekly period.

SC.06. Such laborers and mechanics shall be paid the appropriate
wage rate and fringe benefits on the wage determination for the classification of
work actually performed, without regard to skill, except as provided in 29 CFR
Part 5.5(a)(4). Laborers or mechanics performing work in more than one
classification may be compensated at the rate specified for each classification for
the time actually worked therein: Provided, that the employer's payroll records
accurately set forth the time spent in each classification in which work is
performed. The wage determination (including any additional classification and
wage rates conformed under 29 CFR Part 5.5(a)(1)(ii) and the Davis- Bacon
poster (WH-1321) shall be posted at all times by the contractor and its
subcontractors at the site of the work in a prominent and accessible place where
it can easily be seen by the workers.

SC.07. Any class of iaborers or mechanics which is not listed in the
wage determination and which is to be employed under the contract shall be
classified in conformance with the wage determination. The Federal Agency
having jurisdiction shall approve an additional classification and wage rate and
fringe benefits therefore only when the following criteria have been met;

a. The work to be performed by the classification requested is
not performed by a classification in the wage determination; and

b. The classification is utilized in the area by the construction
industry; and

C. The proposed wage rate, including any bona fide fringe benefits,





bears a reasonable relationship to the wage rates
contained in the wage determination.

SC.08. If Contractor and the laborers and mechanics to be
employed in classification (if known), or their representatives, and the Federal
Agency having jurisdiction or its designee agree on the classification and wage
rate (including the amount designated for fringe benefits where appropriate), a
report of the action taken shall be sent by the Federal Agency having jurisdiction
or its designee to the Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division, Employment
Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor, Washington, D.C. 20210.
The Administrator, or an authorized representative, will approve, modify, or
disapprove every additional classification action within 30 days of receipt and so
advise the Federal Agency having jurisdiction or its designee or will notify the
Federal Agency having jurisdiction or its designee within the 30-day period that
additional time is necessary. (Approved by the Office of Management and Budget
under OMB control number 1215-0140.)

SC.08. In the event Contractor, the laborers or mechanics to be
employed in the classification or their representatives, and the Federal Agency
having jurisdiction or its designee do not agree on the proposed classification
and wage rate (including the amount designated for fringe benefits, where
appropriate), the Federal Agency having jurisdiction or its designee shall refer the
questions, including the views of all interested parties and the recommendation
of the Federal Agency having jurisdiction or its designee, to the Administrator for
determination. The Administrator with jurisdiction, or an authorized
representative, will issue a determination within 30 days of receipt and so advise
the Federal Agency having jurisdiction or its designee or will notify the Federal
Agency having jurisdiction or its designee within the 30-day period that additional
time is necessary. (Approved by the Office of Management and Budget under
OMB Control Number 1215- 0140.)

SC.10. The wage rate (including fringe benefits where appropriate)
determined pursuant to Sections SC.08 and SC.09, above, shall be paid to all
workers performing work in the classification under this contract from the first day
on which work is performed in the classification.

SC.11. Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the contract
for a class of laborers or mechanics includes a fringe benefit which is not
expressed as an hourly rate, Contractor shall either pay the benefit as stated in
the wage determination or shall pay another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly
cash equivalent thereof.

SC.12. If Contractor does not make payments to a trustee or other
third person, Contractor may consider as part of the wages of any laborer or
mechanic the amount of any costs reasonably anticipated in providing bona fide
fringe benefits under a plan or program, provided, that the Secretary of Labor has





found, upon the written request of the contractor, that the applicable standards of
the Davis-Bacon have been met. The Secretary of Labor may require Contractor
to set aside in a separate account assets for the meeting of obligations under the
plan or program. (Approved by the Office of Management and Budget under
OMB Control Number 1215-0140.)

SC.13. The Federal Agency having jurisdiction or its designee and
the City shall upon its own action or upon written request of an authorized
representative of the Department of Labor withhold or cause to be withheld from
Contractor under any Federally assisted contract subject to Davis-Bacon
prevailing wage requirements, which is held by the same Contractor so much of
the accrued payments or advances as may be considered necessary to pay
laborers and mechanics, including apprentices, trainees and helpers, employed
by Contractor or any subcontractor the full amount of wages required by the
contract. In the event of failure to pay any laborer or mechanic, including any
apprentice, trainee or helper, employed or working on the work site
all or part of the wages required by the contract, the Federal Agency having
jurisdiction or its designee and the City may, after written notice to the Contractor
take such action as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further
payment, advance, or guarantee of funds until such violations have ceased. The
Federal Agency having jurisdiction or its designee and the City may, after written
notice to Contractor, disburse such amounts withheld for and on account of the
contractor or subcontractor fo the respective employee to whom they are due.

SC.14. Payrolls and basic records. Payrolls and basic records
relating thereto shall be maintained by Contractor during the course of the work
and preserved for a period of three years thereafter for all laborers and
mechanics working at the site of the work. Such records shall contain the name,
address, and social security number of each such worker, his or her correct
classification, hourly rates of wages paid (including rates of contributions or costs
anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits or cash equivalents thereof of the types
described in Section 9(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act), daily and weekly number
of hours worked, deductions made and actual wages paid. Whenever the
Secretary of Labor has found under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)(iv) that the wages of any
laborer or mechanic include the amount of any costs reasonably anticipated in
providing benefits under a plan or program described in Section 1(b)(2)(B) of the
Davis-Bacon Act, Contractor shall maintain records which show that the
commitment to provide such benefits is enforceable, that the plan or program is
financially responsible, and that the plan or program has been communicated in
writing to the laborers or mechanics affected, and records which show the costs
anticipated or the actual cost incurred in providing such benefits. The law
provides that contractors employing apprentices or trainees under approved
programs shall maintain written evidence of the registration of apprenticeship
programs and certification of trainee programs, the registration of the apprentices
and trainees, and the ratios and wage rates prescribed in the applicable
programs. (Approved by the Office of Management and Budget under OMB





Control Numbers 1215- 0140 and 1215-0017.)

SC.15. Contractor shall submit weekly for each week in which any
contract work is performed, a copy of all payrolls to the Federal Agency having
jurisdiction or its designee if the agency is a party to the contract, but if the
agency is not such a party, Contractor will submit the payrolls to the City for
transmission to the Federal Agency having jurisdiction or its designee. The
payrolls submitted shall set out accurately and completely all of the information
required to be maintained under 29 CFR Part 5.5(a)(3)(i). This information may
be submitted in any form desired. Optional Form WH-347 is available for this
purpose and may be purchased from the Superintendent of Documents (Federal
Stock Number 029-005-00014-1), U.S. Government Printing Office, Washington,
D.C. 20402. Contractor is responsible for the submission of copies of payrolls by
all subcontractors. (Approved by the Office of Management and Budget under
OMB Contro!l Number 1215- 0149.)

SC.16. Each payroll submitted shall be accompanied by a
"Statement of Compliance," signed by Contractor or subcontractor or his or her
agent who pays or supervises the payment of the persons employed under the
contract and shall certify the following:

a. That the payroll for the payroll period contains the
information required to be maintained under 29 CFR Part
5.5(a)(3)(i) and that such information is correct and complete;

b. That each laborer or mechanic (including each helper,
apprentice, and trainee) employed on the contract during the
payroll period has been paid the full weekly wages earned, without
rebate, either directly or indirectly, and that no deductions have
been made either directly or indirectly from the full wages earned,
other than permissible deductions as set forth in 29 CFR Part 3;

c. That each laborer or mechanic has been paid not less than
the applicable wage rates and fringe benefits or cash equivalents
for the classification of work performed, as specified in the
application wage determination incorporated into the contract.

SC.17. The weekly submission of a properly executed certification
set forth on the reverse side of Optional Form WH-347 shall satisfy the
requirement for submission of the "Statement of Compliance" required under this
Agreement.

SC.18. The falsification of any of the above certifications may
subject Contractor or its subcontractor to civil or criminal prosecution under
Section 1001 of Title 18 and Section 231 of Title 31 of the United States Code.





SC.19. Contractor or its subcontractor shall make the records
required under SC.14 available for inspection, copying, or transcription by
authorized representatives of the Federal Agency having jurisdiction or its
designee or the Department of Labor, or the City and shall permit such
representatives to interview employees during working hours on the job. If
Contractor or its subcontractor fails to submit the required records or to make
them available, the Federal Agency having jurisdiction or its designee and the
City may, after written notice to Contractor take such action as may be necessary
to cause the suspension of any further payment, advance, or guarantee of funds.
Furthermore, failure to submit the required records upon request or to make such
records available may be grounds for debarment action pursuant to 28 CFR Part
5.12.

SC.20. Apprentices and Trainees. Apprentices will be permitted to
work at less than the predetermined rate for the work they performed when they
are employed pursuant to and individually registered in a bona fide
apprenticeship program registered with the U.S. Department of Labor,
Employment and Training Administration, Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training,
or with a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the Bureau, or if a person is
employed in his or her first 90 days of probationary employment as an apprentice
in such an apprenticeship program, who is not individually registered in the
program, but who has been certified by the Bureau of Apprenticeship and
Training or a State Apprenticeship Agency (where appropriate) to be eligible for
probationary employment as an apprentice. The allowable ratio of apprentices to
journeymen on the job site in any craft classification shall not be greater than the
ratio permitted to Contractor as to the entire work force under the registered
program. Any worker listed on a payroll at an apprentice wage rate, who is not
registered or otherwise employed as stated above, shall be paid not less than the
applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the classification of work
actually performed. In addition, any apprentice performing work on the job site in
excess of the ratio permitted under the registered program shall be paid not less
than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the work actually
performed. Where a contractor is performing construction on a project in a
locality other than that in which its program is registered, the ratios and wage
rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyman's hourly rate) specified in the
contractor's or subcontractor's registered program shall be observed. Every
apprentice must be paid at not less than the rate specified in the registered
program for the apprentice's level of progress, expressed as a percentage of the
journeymen hourly rate specified in the applicable wage determination.
Apprentices shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the
apprenticeship program. If the apprenticeship program does not specify fringe
benefits, apprentices must be paid the full amount of fringe benefits listed on the
wage determination for the applicable classification. If the Administrator
determines that a different practice prevails for the applicable apprentice
classification, fringes shall be paid in accordance with that determination. In the
event the Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training, or a State Apprenticeship
Agency recognized by the Bureau, withdraws approval of an apprenticeship





program, Contractor will no longer be permitted to utilize apprentices at less than
the applicable predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable
program is approved.

SC.21. Trainees. Except as provided in 29 CFR 5.18, trainees will
not be permitted to work at less than the redetermined rate for the work
performed unless they are employed pursuant to and individually registered in a
program which has received prior approval, evidence by normal certifications by
the U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration. The
ratio of trainees to journeymen on the job site shall not be greater than permitted
under the plan approved by the Employment and Training Administration. Every
trainee must be paid at not less than the rate specified in the approved program
for the trainee's level of progress, expressed as a percentage of the journeyman
hourly rate specified in the applicable wage determination. Trainees shall be
paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the trainee program. If
the trainee program does not mention fringe benefits, trainees shall be paid the
full amount of fringe benefits listed on the wage determination unless the
Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division determines that there is an
apprenticeship program associated with the corresponding journeyman wage
rate on the wage determination which provides for less than full fringe benefits for
apprentices. Any employee listed on the payroll at a trainee rate who is not
registered and participating in a training plan approved by the Employment and
Training Administration shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on
the wage determination for the work actually performed. In addition, any trainee
performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under the
registered program shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the
wage determination for the work actually performed. In the event the
Employment and Training Administration withdraws approval of a training
program, Contractor will no longer be permitted to utilize trainees at less than the
applicable predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable
program is approved.

SC.22. Equal Employment Opportunity. The Utilization of
apprentices, trainees and journeymen shall be in conformity with the equal
employment opportunity requirements of Executive Order 11246, as amended,
and 29 CFR Part 30.

SC.23. Compliance With Copeland Act Requirements. Contractor
shall comply with the requirements of 29 CFR Part 3 which are incorporated by
reference in this contract.

SC.24, Subcontracts. Contractor or any subcontractor will insert in
subcontracts the clauses contained in 29 CFR Part 5.5(a)(1) through (10) and
such other clauses as the Federal Agency having jurisdiction or its designee may
by appropriate instructions require, and also a clause requiring the
subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier subcontracts.





Contractor shall be responsible for the compliance by any subcontractor or lower
tier subcontractor with all the contract clauses in 29 CFR Part 5.5.

SC.25. Contractor Termination; Debarment. A breach of the
contract clauses in 29 CFR Part 5.5 may be grounds for termination of the
contract, and for debarment as a contractor and a subcontractor as provided in
29 CFR Part 5.12.

SC.26. Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related Act
Requirements. Ali rulings and interpretations of the Davis-Bacon and Related
Acts contained in 29 CFR Parts 1, 3 and 5 are herein incorporated by reference
in the contract.

SC.27. Disputes Concerning Labor Standards. Disputes arising out
of the labor standards provisions of this cantract shall not be subject to the
general disputes clause of this contract. Such disputes shall be resolved in
accordance with the procedures of the Department of Labor set forth in 29 CFR
Parts 5, 6 and 7. Disputes within the meaning of this clause include disputes
between Contractor (or any of its subcontractors) and the Federal Agency having
jurisdiction or its designee, the U.S. Department of Labor, the City, or the
employees or their representatives.

SC.28. Certification of Eligibility. By entering into this Agreement,
Contractor certifies that neither it nor any person or firm who has an interest in
Contractor's firm is a person or firm ineligible to be awarded Government
contracts by virtue of Section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR Part
5.12(a)(1) or to be awarded the Federal Agency having jurisdiction contracts or
participate in the Federal Agency having jurisdiction programs pursuant to 24
CFR Part 24.

SC.29. No part of this contract shali be subcontracted to any
person or firm ineligible for award of a United States Government contract by
virtue of Section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR Part 5.12(a)(1) or to be
awarded United States Government contracts or participate in the United States
Government programs pursuant to 24 CFR Part 24,

SC.30. The penalty for making false statements is prescribed in the
U.S. Criminal Code, 18 U.S.C. 1001.

SC.31. Complaints, Proceedings, or Testimony by Employees. No
laborer or mechanic to whom the wages, salary, or other labor standards
provisions of this Contract are applicable shall be discharged or in any other
manner discriminated against by Contractor or any subcontractor because such
employee has filed any complaint or instituted or caused to be instituted any
proceeding or has testified or is about to testify in any proceeding under or
relating to the labor standards applicable under this Contract to his employer.





SC.32. Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act. As used in
SC.35 through SC.38, the terms "laborers" and "mechanics" include watchmen
and guards.

SC.33. Overtime requirements. Neither Contractor nor any
subcontractor contracting for any part of the contract work which may require or
involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or permit any such
laborer or mechanic in any workweek in which he or she is employed on such
work to work in excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such laborer or
mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less than one and one-half times
the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of forty hours in such work
week.

SC.34 Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages. In
the event of any violation of the clause set forth in Section SC.33, Contractor and
any subcontractor responsible therefor shall be liable for the unpaid wages. In
addition, Contractor and any subcontractor shall be liable to the United States for
liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed with respect to
each individual laborer or mechanic, including watchmen and guards, employed
in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (1) of this paragraph, in the
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such individual was required or
permitted to work in excess of the standard work week of forty hours without
payment of the overtime wages required by the clause set forth in Section SC.33.

SC.35. Withholding for Unpaid Wages and Liquidated Damages.
Any Federal Agency having jurisdiction or its designee or the City shall upon its
own action or upon written request of an authorized representative of the
Department of Labor withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable
on account of work performed by Contractor or any subcontractor under any
such contract or any other Federal contract with the same prime contract, or any
other Federally- assisted contract subject to the Contract Work Hours and Safety
Standards Act, which is held by the same prime contractor such sums as may be
determined to be necessary to satisfy any liabilities of Contractor or any
subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in this
Agreement.

SC.36. Required EEO Duty. The Contractor will not discriminate
against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, religion,
color, sex, national origin, disability or age. The Contractor will take affirmative
action to ensure that applicants are considered for employment and that
employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race, religion,
color, sex, national origin, disability or age. The Contractor will in all solicitations
or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the Contractor, state
that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without
regard to race, religion, color, sex, national origin, disability or age. The





Contractor will incorporate the requirements of this paragraph in all of its
respective contracts for any of the work prescribed herein (other than
subcontracts for standard commercial supplies or raw materials).

SC.37.

Subcontracts. Contractor or any subcontractor shall insert in

any subcontracts the clauses set forth in Section SC.32 through SC.37 and also

iring the subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier
Contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any

subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with the clauses set forth in Section

SC.38. Health and Safety - Federal.

a. No laborer or mechanic shall be required to work in
surroundings or under working conditions which are unsanitary,
hazardous, or dangerous to his health and safety as determined
under construction safety and health standards promulgated by the
Secretary of Labor by regulation.

b. Contractor shall comply with all regulations issued by the
Secretary of Labor pursuant to Title 29 Part 1926 (formerly part
1518) and failure to comply may result in imposition of sanctions
pursuant to the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act
(Public Law 91-54, 83 Stat 96).

C. Contractor shall include the provisions of this Section SC.38
in every subcontract so that such provisions will be binding on each
subcontractor. Contractor shall take such action with respect to
any subcontract as the Federal Agency having jurisdiction shall
direct as a means of enforcing such provisions.

SC.39. Interest of Cenrtain Federal and Other Officials.

a. No member of the Congress of the United States shall be
admitted to any share or part of this Agreement or to any benefit to
arise from same.

b. No member of the governing body of the City of Springfield
and no other officer or employee of the City shall have any interest,
direct or indirect, in this Agreement.

SC.40. Equal Employment Opportunity.

a. The Contractor will not discriminate against any employee or
applicant for employment because of race, creed, color, or national
origin. The Contractor will take affirmative action to ensure that
applicants are employed and that employees are treated during





employment without regard to their race, creed, color, or national
origin. Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the following:
employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer, recruitment or
recruitment advertising, layoff or termination, rates of pay or other
forms of compensation, and selection for training including
apprenticeship.

b. The Contractor will in all solicitations or advertisements for
employees placed by or on behalf of the Contractor state that all
qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment
without regard to race, creed, color, or national origin.

PROJECT GRANT AGREEMENT

LOCAL TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

Pursuant to Ohio Revised Code 164.05 and Ohio Administrative Code 164-1-21, this Project Grant Agreement (this

“Agreement") is entered into July 01, 2016 by and between the State of Ohio, acting by and through the Director

of the Ohio Public Works Commission (hereinafter variously referred to as the "Director” or the "OPWC"), located

at 65 East State Street, Suite 312, Columbus, Ohio 43215, and City of Springfield, Clark County (hereinafter

referred to as the "Recipient"}, located at 76 East High Street, Springfield, OH 45502- , in respect of the project

named Lowry Bridge Replacement, and as described in Appendix A of this Agreement to provide an amount not

to exceed One Hundred Sixty-Three Thousand Dollars ($163,000) for the sole and express purpose of financing

or reimbursing costs of the Project as more fully set forth in this Agreement and the Appendices attached hereto.

WHEREAS, the Local Transportation Improvement Fund created under Section 164.14 of the Revised Code is to benefit local
subdivisions (as hereinafter defined) for the construction, reconstruction, improvement, or planning of transportation infrastructure (as
hereinafier defined);

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 164.05 of the Revised Code, the Director of the OPWC is empowered to (i) enter into
agreements with Local Subdivisions to provide loans, grants, and local debt support and credit enhancements for Capital Improvement
Projects (as hereinafter defined); and (ii) authorize payments to Local Subdivisions or their Contractors (as hereinafter defined) for costs
incurred for Capital Improvement Projects which have been approved by the Director;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 164.14 of the Revised Code, the Director is empowered to review and approve or disapprove
requests for financial assistance from the District Public Works Integrating Committees in accordance with the criteria set forth in
Divisions C and E of Section 164.14 of the Revised Code;

WHEREAS, Section 164.14 of the Revised Code permits a grant of funds for such a Capital Improvement Project to be expended
or provided only after the District has submitted a request to fund the Project to the Director outlining the Recipient's planned use of the
funds, and subsequent approval of the request by the Director;

WHEREAS, the Recipient desires to engage in the acquisition, construction, reconstruction, improvement, or planning of the
Capital Improvement Project (the "Project") described in Appendix A of this Agreement;

WHEREAS, the Project has been duly recommended to the Director pursuant to Section 164.14 of the Revised Code by the
District Public Works Integrating Committee of the Recipient; and

WHEREAS, the Director desires to approve the Recipient's request for a grant of financial assistance to finance certain costs of
the Project, such moneys being allocated out of the State and Local Government Highway Distribution Fund to the Local Transportation
Improvement Fund in the State Treasury;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and covenants herein contained, the undersigned agree as follows:
SECTION . Definitions and General Provisions. The following words and terms as hereinafter used in this Agreement shall have

the following meanings unless otherwise herein provided and unless the context or use clearly indicates an other or different meaning or
intent.

"Business Day" means a day of the year on which banks located in Columbus, Ohio and in New York, New York are not required
or authorized by law to remain closed and on which The New York Stock Exchange is not closed.

“Capital Improvement" or "Capital Improvement Project” means the acquisition, constructien, reconstruction and improvement
of roads and bridges of Local Subdivisions, including real property, interests in real property, and facilities and equipment of Local
Subdivisions related or incidental thereto.

"Chief Executive Officer” means the single office or official of the Recipient designated in Appendix B pursuant to Section VI
hereof, or his authorized designee as per written notification to the Director.

"ChiefFiscal Officer" means the single office or official of the Recipient designated in Appendix B pursuant to Section VI hereof,
or his authorized designee as per written notification to the Director.

"Contractor” means a person w ho has a direct contractual relationship with the Recipient and is (i} the manufacturer of all or
a portion of the Project, or (ii) the provider of labor, materials or services in connection with the construction, recenstruction, expansion,
improvement or engineering of the Project, or both.

“Cost of Capital Improvement Projects" means the costs of acquiring , constructing, reconstructing, expanding, improving and
engineering Capital Improvement Projects and, as applicable, related financing costs.

"District Committees"” means the District Public Works Integrating Committees and the Executive Committees created pursuant
to Section 164.04 of the Revised Code, and District Subcommittees created pursuant to Section 164.14 of the Revised Code.
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"Fund" means the Local Transportation Improvement Fund created pursuant to Section 164.14 of the Revised Code.

"Governing Body" means the board of county commissioners or a county council if a county; the legislative authority if a
municipal corporation; or the board of township trustees if a township.

"Local Subdivision" means any county, municipal corporation, or township of the State.

"Participation Percentages” means the perceatage of the total actual project costs that will be contributed by the OPWC, not to
exceed the maximum dollar contribution of the OPWC identified in this Project Agreement, and the percentage of the total actual project
costs that will be contributed by the Recipient. Both of the percentages are identified in Appendix D. In the event that the total actual
project costs exceed the estimated project costs identified in Appendix D, the Local Subdivision Participation Percentage will increase
to reflect the cost overrun, while the OPWC percentage contribution will decrease recognizing that there is a maximum dollar contribution
from the OPWC which is identified in this Project Agreement.

"Project Manager" means the principal employee or agent of the Recipient having administrative authority over the Project
designated in Appendix B pursuant to Section VI hereof, or authorized designee as per written notification to the Director.

"Reimbursing" means the use of funds granted to the Recipient pursuant to Section 164.14 of the Revised Code as reimbursement
to the Recipient for funds expended on the Project by the Recipient, and which did not in any way inflate costs of the Capital Improvement
Project.

"State" means the State of Ohio,

"Transportation Infrastructure” means any highway, road, street or bridge and the necessary safety appurtenances thereto
constructed, reconstructed, expanded, improved, or engineered on authority of funds allocated pursuant to Section 164.14 of the Revised
Code.

Any reference herein to public boards, commissions, departments, institutions, agencies, bodies or entities shall include those
succeeding to their functions, duties or responsibilities by operation of law or who are lawfully performing their functions. Any reference
to a section or provision of the Constitution of the State, or to a section, provision or chapter of the Revised Code shall include such
section, provision or chapter as from time to time may have been duly amended, modified, supplemented or superseded. Words of the
masculine or feminine gender shall be deemed and construed to include correlative words of the feminine, masculine and neuter genders.
Unless the context shall otherwise indicate, words importing the singular number shall include the plural number, and vice versa. The terms
"hereof”, "hereby", "herein", "hereto", "hereunder" and similar terms refer to this Agreement and term "hereunder” means after, and the
term "heretofore" means before the effective date of this Agreement.

SECTION II. Grant of Financial Assistance. Subject to the terms and conditions contained herein, the OPWC hereby grants to
the Recipient moneys from the Fund, not to exceed the amount, as set forth in Appendix C of this Agreement for the sole and express
purpose of paying or reimbursing the costs certified to the OPWC under this Agreement for the completion of the Project.

SECTION III. Local Subdivision Contribution. The Recipient shall, at a minimum, contribute to the Project (the "Local
Subdivision Contribution") the Local Subdivision Participation Percentage as set forth in Appendix D of this Agreement. The Local
Subdivision Contribution to the Project shall be for the sole and express purpose of paying or reimbursing the costs certified to the OPWC
under this Agreement for the completion of the Project as defined and described in Appendix A of this Agreement.

SECTION IV. Notice to Proceed. Work shall not commence on this Project until the Director has issued a written Notice to
Proceed to the Recipient. A Notice to Proceed shall be required for all project prime contractors or direct procurement initiated by the
Recipient following execution of this Agreement.

SECTION V. Project Schedule. Construction must begin within 30 days of the date set forth in Appendix A, Page 2, for the start
of construction, or this Agreement may become null and void, at the sole discretion of the Director. However, the Recipient may apply
to the Director in writing for an extension of the date to initiate construction. The Recipient shall specify the reasons for the delay in the
start of construction and provide the Director with a new start of construction date. The Director will review such requests for extensions
and may extend the start date, providing that the Project can be completed within a reasonable time frame.
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SECTION VI. Disbursements. All payments made by the OPWC shall be made directly to the Contractor that performed the
work and originated the invoice, unless the Grantor expressly authorizes the Recipient to use the reimbursement method specified in
Paragraph (A)(4)(b) of Rule 164-1-22 of the Administrative Code.

A.

Project Administration Designation. Pursuant to Paragraph (B) of Rule 164-1-21 of the Administrative Code, the
Recipient shall designate its Chief Executive Officer, Chief Fiscal Officer and Project Manager in Appendix B of this
Agreement. Changes in these designations must be made in writing.

Disbursements to Contractors to Pay Costs of the Project. The Recipient shail require that as work on the Project and
as specified in its contract is performed a Contractor shall promptly submit a detailed project specific invoice to the
Project Manager. Within three (3) Business Days following receipt of such invoice from a Contractor, the Project
Manager shall review the invoice and, if found to be accurate, shall so certify in writing, forwarding such certification
together with a copy of the invoice to the Chief Fiscal Officer. Within five (5) Business Days following receipt of such
invoice and certification from the Project Manager, the Chief Fiscal Officer shall conduct such reviews as he considers
appropriate and, if he approves such invoice, shall submit to the Director a Disbursement Request together with the
information and certifications required by this Section VI. B. The dollar amount set forth in the Disbursement Request
shall be calculated based on the Participation Percentage as set forth originally in Appendix D of this Agreement or as
may be adjusted from time to time to account for changed conditions in the project financing scheme. Within five (5)
Business Days following receipt of the Disbursement Request and all required information and certifications, the
Director shall, if such items are deemed by the Director to be accurate and completed, initiate payment in accordance
with applicable State requirements for the payment of the amount set forth in the Disbursement Request.

Prior to any disbursement from the Fund, the following documents shall be submitted to the Director by the Recipient:

L. If the request is for disbursement to a Contractor, an invoice submitted to the Recipient by the Contractor
which invoice requests payment of such sums in connection with its performance of the Project;

2. If the request is for disbursement to the Recipient pursuant to Paragraph (A)(4)(b) of Rule 164-1-22 of the
Administrative Code, a paid invoice or other evidence satisfactory to the Director that payment of such sums
has been made by the Recipient in connection with the portion of the Project for which payment is requested;

3 The Project Manager's ‘certification pursuant to Section VI. B. of this Agreement;

4. The Disbursement Request Form and Certification in the form set forth as Appendix E of this Agreement
properly executed by the Chief Fiscal Officer and the Chief Executive Officer; and

5. Such other certificates, documents and other information as the Director may reasonably require.

If the Director finds that the documents are in compliance with the requirements of this Agreement, the Director is
authorized and directed to cause the disbursement of moneys from the Fund for payment of the identified Project costs.
A copy of all such documents submitted to the Director shall be retained by the Director.

The Recipient represents that the Project was initially constructed, installed or acquired by the Recipient no earlier than
the execution date of this Agreement.

Limitations on Use. No part of the moneys delivered to the Recipient pursuant to Section II hereof is being or will be
used to refinance, retire, redeem, or otherwise pay debt service on all or any part of any part of any governmental
obligations.

Proiect Scope. The physical scope of the Project shall be limited to only those capital improvements as described in
Appendix A of this Agreement. In the event that circumstances require a change in such physical scope, the change must
be approved by the District Committee, recorded in the District Committee's official meeting minutes, and provided to
the OPWC Director for the execution of an amendment to this Agreement.

Project Cost Overruns. In the event that the Recipient determines that the moneys granted pursuant to Section IT hereof,
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together with the Local Subdivision Contribution, are insufficient to pay in full the costs of the Project, the Recipient
may make a request for supplemental assistance to its District Committee. The Recipient must demonstrate that such
funding is necessary for the completion of the Project and the cost overrun was the result of circumstances beyond the
Recipient's contrel, that it could not have been avoided with the exercise of due care, and that such circumstances could
not have been anticipated at the time of the Recipient's initial application. Should the District Committee approve such
tequest the action shall be recorded in the District Committee's official meeting minutes and provided to the OPWC
Director for the execution of an amendment to this Agreement.

SECTION VII. Retainage. Except as provided in the second sentence of this Section, Recipient shall comply in all aspects with
the requirements of Sections 153.12, 153.13, 153.14 and 153.63 of the Revised Code, or other law applicable to it, including, but not
limited to, the provisions thereof, to the extent applicable to the Recipient, which require the holding of certain amounts from payments
to be made to Contractors and the deposit of such amounts into an escrow account established pursuant to Section 153.63 of the Revised
Code. The Recipient may use its legally applicable construction requirements for the Project, including, but not limited to, its legally
applicable requirements, if any, for the retaining of certain amounts from payments to be made to contractors in lieu of the requirements
of Sections 153.12, 153.13, 153.14 and 153.63 of the Revised Code.

SECTION VIII. Conditions to Financial Assistance and its Disbursement. The Grantor's obligations hereunder, including its
obligation to make financial assistance available to the Recipient pursuant to the terms of this Agreement, are contingent upon compliance
by the Recipient with the following conditions:

A. Recipient's acquisition and commitment of the Local Subdivision Contribution necessary for the completion of the
Praject, its compliance with all other provisions of this Agreement, and its compliance with the provisions of Chapter
164 of the Revised Code and Chapter 164-1 of the Administrative Code. The Recipient shall set forth in Appendix D
of this Agreement a description of the manner or mechanisms of providing its local share of Project funds.

B. Recipient shall execute any and all other documents and certificates as deemed necessary by the Director, subject to the
opinion of counsel to the Director, as well as any required by changes in State or Federal Law, on the date hereof or at

any time hereafter in connection with the financial assistance and disbursement of moneys pursuant to this A greement,
including any amendmenits to this Agreement,

SECTION IX. Representations, Warranties and Covenants of Recipjent. Recipient represents, warrants and covenants for the
benefit of the Grantor as follows:

A. Recipient is a Local Subdivision of the State with all the requisite power and authority to construct, or provide for the
construction of, and operate the Project under the laws of the State and to carry on its activities as now conducted;

B. Recipient has the power to enter into and perform its obligations under this Agreement and has been duly authorized
to execute and deliver this Agreement;

C. This Agreement is the legal, valid and binding obligation of the Recipient, subject to certain exceptions in event of
bankruptcy and the application of general principles of equity;

D. Recipient has complied with all procedures, prerequisites and obligations for Project application and approval under
Chapter 164 of the Revised Code and Chapter 164-1 of the Administrative Code; excluding Chapter 164-1-32;

E. Recipient is not the subject of nor has it initiated any claim or cause of action that would give rise to any liability which
would in any way inhibit Recipient's ability to carry outs its performance of this Agreement according to its terms;

F. Use of Proceeds, With respect to the Project to be financed or reimbursed by moneys granted pursuant to Section II
hereof:

1. The total cost of the Project shall not and wilt not include any cost which does not constitute "Costs of Capital
Improvements,” as defined in the Law;

2, All of the Project is owned, or will be owned, by the Recipient or another eligible local subdivision.
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G. Sufficiency of Moneys. The Recipient has sufficient moneys in addition to those granted to Recipient pursuant to
Section II of this Agreement to fund the Project to completion;

H. Construction Contract.
I Ohio Preference. The Recipient shall, to the extent practicable, use and shall cause all of its Contractors and

subcontractors to use Ohio products, materials, services and labor in connection with the Project pursuant to
Section 164.05(A)6) of the Revised Code;

2, Domestic Steel. The Recipient shall use and cause all of its Contractors and subcontractors to comply with
domestic steel use requirements pursuant to Section 153.011 of the Ohio Revised Code;

3. Prevailing Wage. The Recipient shall require that all Contractors and subcontractors working on the Project
comply with the prevailing wage requirements contained in Revised Code Sections 164.07(B) and 4115.03
through 4115.16;

4, Equal Employment Opportunity. The Recipient shall require all Contractors to secure a valid Certificate of
Compliance;

5. Construction Bonds. In accordance with 153.54, et. seq. of the Ohio Revised Code, the recipient shall require
that each of its Contractors fumish a performance and payment bond in an amount at least equal to 100 percent
(100%) of its contract price as security for the faithful performance of its contract;

6. Insurance. The Recipient shall require that each of its construction contractors and each subcontractor maintain
during the life of its contract or subcontract appropriate Workers Compensation Insurance, Public Liability,
Property Damage and Vehicle Liability Insurance; and

7. Supervision, The Recipient shall provide and maintain competent and adequate project management covering
the supervision and inspection of the development and construction of the Project and bear the responsibility
of ensuring that construction conforms to the approved surveys, plans, profiles, cross sections and
specifications.

L. Minority Business Enterprise. The Recipient shall comply with the minority business requirements pursuant to Section
164.07(A) of the Revised Code and rule 164-1-32 of the Administrative Code when making direct purchases of
equipment, materials or supplies.

SECTION X. Progress Reports. The Recipient shall submit to the OPWC, at the OPWC's request, summary reports detailing the
progress of the Project pursuant to this Agreement and any additional reports containing such information as the OPWC may reasonably
require.

SECTION XI. Audit Rights. The Recipient shall, at all reasonable times, provide the Director access to a right to inspect all sites
and facilities involved in the Project and access to and a right to examine or audit any and all books, documents and records, financial or
otherwise, relating to the Project or to ensure compliance with the provisions of this Agreement. The Recipient shall maintain all such
books, documents and records for a period of three (3) years after the termination of this Agreement, and such shall be kept in a common
file to facilitate audits and inspections. All disbursements made pursuant to the terms of this Agreement shall be subject to all audit
requirements applicable to State funds. The Recipient shall ensure that a copy of any final report of audit prepared in connection with and
specific to the Project, regardless of whether the report was prepared during the pendency of the Project or following its completion, is
provided to the Director within ten (10) days of the issuance of the report. The Recipient simultaneously shall provide the Director with
its detailed responses to each and every negative or adverse finding pertaining to the Project and contained in the report. Such responses
shall indicate what steps will be taken by the Recipient in remedying or otherwise satisfactorily resolving each problem identified by any
such finding. If the Recipient fails to comply with the requirements of this Section or fails to institute steps designated to remedy or
otherwise satisfactorily resolve problems identified by negative audit findings, the Director may bar the Recipient from receiving further
financial assistance under Chapter 164 of the Revised Code until the Recipient so complies or until the Recipient satisfactorily resolves
such findings.
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SECTION XII. General Assembly Appropriation. The Recipient hereby acknowledges and agrees that the financial assistance
provided under this Agreement is entirely subject to, and contingent upon, the availability of funds appropriated by the General Assembly
for the purposes set forth in this Agreement and in Chapter 164 of the Revised Code. The Recipient further acknowledges and agrees that
none of the duties and obligations imposed by this Agreement on the Director shall be binding until the Recipient has complied with all
applicable provisions of Chapter 164 of the Revised Code and Chapter 164-1 of the Administrative Code and until the Recipient has
acquired and committed all funds necessary for the full payment of the Matching Funds applicable to the Project.

SECTION XIII. Indemnification. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as conferring any legal rights, privileges, or
immunities, or imposing any legal duties or obligations, on any person or persons other that the parties named in this Agreement, whether
such rights, privileges, immunities, duties, or obligations be regarded as contractual, equitable, or beneficial in nature as to such other person
or persons. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as creating any legal relations between the Director and any person performing
services or supplying any equipment, materials, good, or supplies of the Project sufficient to impose upon the Director any of the obligations
specified in Revised Code Section 126.30. Provided that the Recipient is not a Local Political Subdivision, the Recipient shall indemnity
and hold harmless the Director, the OPWC, the State and their respective officers, directors, members, agents and employees from any and
all liability arising out of or pursuant to this Agreement, the Recipient's use or application of the funds being provided by the OPWC
hereunder and the Recipient's construction or management of the Project.

SECTION XIV. Termination. The OPWC's obligations under this Agreement shall immediately terminate upon the failure of the
Recipient to comply with any of the terms or conditions contained herein. Upon such termination, the Recipient shall be obligated to return
any moneys delivered to the Recipient pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement. In the absence of any such failure, this Agreement shal]
terminate and the obligations of the parties hereto shall be deemed to be satisfied on the date on which all of the Infrastructure Bonds, of
which the proceeds were used to pay or reimburse the costs of the Project, have been retired.

SECTION XV. Governing Law. This Agreement shall be interpreted and construed in accordance with the laws of the State. In
the event any disputes related to this Agreement are to be resolved in a Court of Law, said Court shall be located in the courts of Franklin
County, State of Ohio.

SECTION XVI. Severability. If any of the provisions of this Agreement or the application thereof to any person or circumstance
shall for any reason or to any extent be held invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement and the application of this provision
to such other persons or circumstances shall not be affected thereby, but rather shall be enforced to the greatest extent permitted by Law.

SECTION XVII. Entire Agreement. This Agreement and its Appendices and Attachments attached hereto contain the entire
understanding between the parties and supersede any prior understandings, agreements, proposals and all other communications between
the parties relating to the subject matter of this Agreement, whether such shall be oral or written.

SECTION XVI1II Captions. Captions contained in this Agreement are included only for convenience of reference and do not
define, limit, explain or modify this Agreement or its interpretation, instruction or meanings and are in no way intended to be construed
as part of this Agreement.

SECTION XIX. Notices. Except as otherwise provided hereunder, any notices required hereunder shall be in writing and shall
be deemed duly given when deposited in the mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, by the sending party to the other party at the
addresses set forth below or at such other addresses as party may from time to time designate by written notice to the other party.

SECTION XX. No Waiver. If either party hereto at any time fails to require performance by the other of any provision of this
Agreement, such failure in no way affects the right to require such performance at any time thereafter, nor shall the waiver by either party
of a breach or default under any provision of this Agreement be construed to be a waiver of any subsequent breach or default under that
provision or any other provision of this Agreement.

SECTION XXI. Acceptance by Recipient. This Agreement must be signed by the Chief Executive Officer of the Recipient and
returned to, and received by, the OPWC within forty-five (45) days of the date written on the first page of this Agreement. Failure of the
Recipient to return a fully executed copy of this Agreement to the OPWC within the forty-five (45) day limit will result in this Agreement
being declared null and void. However, upon the Recipient presenting the Director with a written explanation of the need to extend this
forty-five (45) day limit, the Director, in his sole discretion, may extend the forty-five (45) day limit.

SECTION XXII. Assienment. Neither this Agreement nor any rights, duties or obligations described herein shall be assigned
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by either party hereto without the prior written consent of the other party.

WHEREAS, in Ordinance No. 15-198 this Commission authorized the
submission of a grant application to the Ohio Public Works Commission for a grant in
the amount of $733,552.00 for CLA - Villa Road Project, PID No. 89421; and

between Derr Road and Red Coach Drive, a new traffic signal at Red Coach Drive and
Villa Road, and pulverizing and paving Villa Rod from Red Coach Drive to Urbana Road
and will be funded, in part, by ODOT in the amount of $1,013,000.00, with the total
project cost estimated at $1,746,552.00; and

PROJECT GRANT AGREEMENT

STATE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

Pursuant to Ohio Revised Code 164.05 and Ohio Administrative Code 164-1-21, this Project Grant Agreement (this

"Agreement") is entered into July 1, 2016 by and between the State of Ohio, acting by and through the Director

of the Ohio Public Works Commission (hereinafter variously referred to as the "Director” or the "OPWC"), located

at 65 East State Street, Suite 312, Columbus, Ohio 43215, and City of Springfield, Clark County (hereinafter

referred to as the "Recipient"), located at 76 East High Street, Springfield, OH 45502, in respect of the project

named Villa Read Improvements, and as described in Appendix A of this Agreement to provide an amount not

to exceed Seven Hundred Thirty-Three Thousand, Five Hundred Fifty-Two Dollars ($733,552) for the sole

and express purpose of financing or reimbursing costs of the Project as more fully set forth in this Agreement and

the Appendices attached hereto.

WHEREAS, to implement the policies set forth in Section 2m, Article VIII of the Ohio Constitution, and in Chapter 164 of the
Revised Code, the General Assembly, pursuant to Section 164.02 of the Revised Code, created the Ohio Public Works Commission;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 164.05 of the Revised Code, the Director of the OPWC is empowered to (i)enter into agreements
with Local Subdivisions to provide loans, grants, and local debt support and credit enhancements for Capital Improvement Projects (as
hereinafter defined); and (ii) authorize payments to Local Subdivisions or their Contractors {as hereinafter defined) for costs incurred for
Capital Improvement Projects which have been approved by the Director;

WHEREAS, Sections 164.05 and 164.06 of the Revised Code permit a grant of funds, or other forms of financial assistance, for
such a Capital Improvement Project to be expended and provided only after the District has submitted a request to fund the Project to the
Director outlining the Recipient's planned use of the funds; and subsequent approval of the request by the Director;

WHEREAS, the Recipient desires to engage in the acquisition, construction, reconstruction, improvement, planning or equipping
of the Capital Improvement Project (the "Project") described in Appendix A of this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Project has been duly recommended to the Director pursuant to Section 164.06 of the Revised Code by the
District Public Works Integrating Committee of the Recipient;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and covenants herein contained, the undersigned agree as follows:
SECTION I Definitions and General Provisions. The following words and terms as hereinafter used in this Agreement shall have

the following meanings unless otherwise herein provided and unless the context or use clearly indicates an other or different meaning or
intent.

"Bond Counsel" means an attomey or firm of attorneys of nationally recognized standing on the subject of municipal bonds
satisfactory to the Director,

"Business Day" means a day of the year on which banks located in Columbus, Ohio and in New York, New York are not required
or authorized by law to remain closed and on which The New York Stock Exchange is not closed.

"Capital Improvement” or "Capital Improvement Project" means the acquisition, construction, reconstruction, improvement,
planning and equipping of roads and bridges, wastewater treatment facilities, water supply systems, solid waste disposal facilities, and
storm water and sanitary collection, storage and treatment facilities of Local Subdivisions, including real property, interests in real
property, and facilities and equipment of Local Subdivisions related or incidental thereto.

"Chief Executive Officer” means the single office or official of the Recipient designated in Appendix B pursuant to Section VI
hereof, or his authorized designee as per written notification to the Director.

"ChiefFiscal Officer” means the single office or official of the Recipient designated in Appendix B pursuant to Section V1 hereof,
or his authorized designee as per written notification to the Director.

"Code" means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, Each reference to a section of the Code herein shall be deemed
to include the United States Treasury Regulations in effect, whether temporary or final, with respect thereto and applicable to the
Infrastructure Bonds or the use of the proceeds thereof.

"Contractor” means a person w ho has a direct contractual relationship with the Recipient and is (i) the manufacturer of all or
a portion of the Project, or (ii) the provider of labor, materials or services in connection with the construction, reconstruction, expansion,
improvement or engineering of the Project, or both.

“Cost of Capital Improvement Projects” means the costs of acquiring , constructing, reconstructing, expanding, improving and
engineering Capital Improvement Projects and, as applicable, related financing costs.

“District Committees” means the District Public Works Integrating Committees and the Executive Committees created pursuant
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to Section 164.04 of the Revised Code, and District Subcommittees created pursuant to Section 164.06 of the Revised Code.

"Governing Body" means the board of county commissioners or a county council if a county; the legislative authority if a
municipal corporation; or the board of township trustees if a township; the board of directors if a sanitary district; or the board of trustees
if a regional water and sewer district.

"Local Subdivision" means any county, municipal corporation, township, sanitary district or regional water and sewer district
of the State,

“Participation Percentages" means the percentage of the total actual project costs that will be contributed by the OPWC, not to
exceed the maximum dollar contribution of the OPWC identified in this Project Agreement, and the percentage of the total actual project
costs that will be contributed by the Recipient. Both of the percentages are identified in Appendix D. In the event that the total actual
project costs exceed the estimated project costs identified in Appendix D, the Local Subdivision Participation Percentage will increase
to reflect the cost overrun, while the OPWC percentage contribution will decrease recognizing that there is a maximum dollar contribution
from the OPWC which is identified in this Project Agreement.

"Private Business Use" means use (directly or indirectly} in a trade or business or activity carried on by any Private Person (other
than a Tax-Exempt Organization) other than use as a member of, and on the same basis as, the general public.

“Private Person” means any person, firm, entity or individual who or which is other than a "governmental unit" as that term is
used in Sections 141 and 148 of the Code.

"Project Manager" means the principal employee or agent of the Recipient having administrative authority over the Project
designated in Appendix B pursuant to Section VI hereof, or authorized designee as per written notification to the Director.

"Reimbursing” means the use of funds granted to the Recipient pursuant to Section 164.14 of the Revised Code as reimbursement
to the Recipient for funds expended on the Project by the Recipient, and which did not in any way inflate costs of the Capital Improvement
Project.

"State” means the State of Qhio.
"Tax-Exempt Organization” means a "governmental unit," as such term is used in Sections 141 and 148 of the Code.

Any reference herein to public boards, commissions, departments, institutions, agencies, bodies or entities shall include those
succeeding to their functions, dutics or responsibilities by operation of law or who are lawfully performing their functions. Any reference
to a section or provision of the Constitution of the State, or to a section, provision or chapter of the Revised Code shall include such
section, provision or chapter as from time to time may have been duly amended, modified, supplemented or superseded. Words of the
masculine or feminine gender shall be deemed and construed to include correlative words of the feminine, masculine and neuter genders.
Unless the context shall otherwise indicate, words importing the singular number shall include the plural number, and vice versa. The terms
"hereof", "hereby", "herein", "hereto”, "hereunder” and similar terms refer to this Agreement and term "hereunder" means after, and the
term "heretofore” means before the effective date of this Agreement.

SECTION II. Grant of Financial Assistance. Subject to the terms and conditions contained herein, the OPWC hereby grants to
the Recipient financial assistance not to exceed the amount, as set forth in Appendix C of this Agreement for the sole and express purpose
of paying or reimbursing the costs certified to the OPWC under this Agreement for the completion of the Project.

SECTION III. Local Subdivision Contribution. The Recipient shall, at a minimum, contribute to the Project (the "Local
Subdivision Contribution") the Local Subdivision Participation Percentage as set forth in Appendix D of this Agreement. The Local
Subdivision Contribution to the Project shall be for the sole and express purpose of paying or reimbursing the costs certified to the OPWC
under this Agreement for the completion of the Project as defined and described in Appendix A of this Agreement.

SECTION IV. Notice to Proceed. Work shall not commence on this Project until the Director has issued a written Notice to
Proceed to the Recipient. Such Notice will not be issued until the Director is assured that the Recipient has complied with the Recipient's
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responsibilities concemning OEPA plan approval, when applicable. A Notice to Proceed shall be required for all project prime contractors
or direct procurement initiated by the Recipient following execution of this Agreement.

SECTION V. Project Schedule. Construction must begin within 30 days of the date set forth in Appendix A, Page 2, for the start
of construction, or this Agreement may become null and void, at the sole discretion of the Director. However, the Recipient may apply
ta the Director in writing for an extension of the date to initiate construction. The Recipient shall specify the reasons for the delay in the
start of construction and provide the Director with a new start of construction date. The Director will review such requests for extensions
and may extend the start date, providing that the Project can be completed within a reasonable time frame.

SECTION VI. Disbursements. All payments made by the OPWC shall be made directly to the Contractor that performed the
work and originated the invoice, unless the OPWC expressly authorizes the Recipient to use the reimbursement method specified in
Paragraph (A)(4)(b) of Rule 164-1-22 of the Administrative Code.

A,

Project Administration Designation. Pursuant to Paragraph (B) of Rule 164-1-21 of the Administrative Code, the
Recipient shall designate its Chief Executive Officer, Chief Fiscal Officer and Project Manager in Appendix B of this
Agreement. Changes in these designations must be made in writing.

Disbursements to Contractors to Pay Costs of the Project. The Recipient shall require that as work on the Project and
as specified in its contract is performed a Contractor shal! promptly submit a detailed project specific invoice to the
Project Manager. Within three (3) Business Days following receipt of such invoice from a Contractor, the Project
Manager shall review the invoice and, if found to be accurate, shall so certify in writing, forwarding such certification
together with a copy of the invoice to the Chief Fiscal Officer. Within five (5) Business Days following receipt of such
invoice and certification from the Project Manager, the Chief Fiscal Officer shall conduct such reviews as he considers
appropriate and, if he approves such invoice, shall submit to the Director a Disbursement Request together with the
information and certifications required by this Section VI.B. The dollar amount set forth in the Disbursement Request
shall be calculated based on the Participation Percentage as set forth originally in Appendix D of this Agreement or as
may be adjusted from time to time to account for changed conditions in the project financing scheme. Within five (5)
Business Days following receipt of the Disbursement Request and all required information and certifications, the
Director shall, if such items are deemed by the Director to be accurate and completed, initiate payment in accordance
with applicable State requirements for the payment of the amount set forth in the Disbursement Request.

Prior to any disbursement from the Fund, the following documents shall be submitted to the Director by the Recipient:

1. If the request is for disbursement to a Contractor, an invoice submitted to the Recipient by the Contractor
which invoice requests payment of such sums in connection with its performance of the Project;

2. If the request is for disbursement to the Recipient pursuant to Paragraph (A)(4)(b) of Rule 164-1-22 of the
Administrative Code, a bill of sale, paid invoice or other evidence satisfactory to the Director that payment of
such sums has been made by the Recipient in connection with the portion of the Project for which payment
is requested;

3. The Project Manager's certification pursuant to Section VI. B. of this Agreement;

4, The Disbursement Request Form and Certification in the form set forth as Appendix E of this Agreement
properly executed by the Chief Fiscal Officer and the Chief Executive Officer; and

5. Such other certificates, documents and other information as the Director may reasonably require.
If the Director finds that the documents are in compliance with the requirements of this Agreement, the Director is
authorized and directed to cause the disbursement of moneys from the Fund for payment of the identified Project costs.

A copy of all such documents submitted to the Director shall be retained by the Director.

The Recipient represents that the Project was initially constructed, installed or acquired by the Recipient no earlier than
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the execution date of this Agreement.

C. Limitations on Use. No part of the moneys delivered to the Recipient pursuant to Section I hereof is being or will be
used to refinance, retire, redeem, or otherwise pay debt service on all or any part of any part of any governmental
obligations regardless of whether the interest on such obligations is or was excluded from gross income for federal
income tax purposes unless prior approval by the Director is given.

D. Project Scope. The physical scope of the Project shall be limited to only thase capital improvements as described in
Appendix A of this Agreement. In the event that circumstances require a change in such physical scope, the change must
be approved by the District Committee, recorded in the District Committee's official meeting minutes, and provided to
the OPWC Director for the execution of an amendment to this Agreement.

E. Project Cost Overruns. In the event that the Recipient determines that the moneys granted pursuant to Section I hereof,
together with the Local Subdivision Contribution, are insufficient to pay in full the costs of the Project, the Recipient
may make a request for supplemental assistance to its District Committee. The Recipient must demonstrate that such
funding is necessary for the completion of the Project and the cost overrun was the result of circumstances beyond the
Recipient's control, that it could not have been avoided with the exercise of due care, and that such circumstances could
not have been anticipated at the time of the Recipient's initial application. Should the District Committee approve such
request the action shall be recorded in the District Committee's official meeting minutes and provided to the OPWC
Director for the execution of an amendment to this Agreement.

SECTION VII. Retainage. Except as provided in the second sentence of this Section, Recipient shall comply in all aspects with
the requirements of Sections 153.12, 153.13, 153.14 and 153.63 of the Revised Code, or other law applicable to it, including, but not
limited to, the provisions thereof, to the extent applicable to the Recipient, which require the holding of certain amounts from payments
to be made to Contractors and the deposit of such amounts into an escrow account established pursuant to Section 153.63 of the Revised
Code. The Recipient may use its legally applicable construction requirements for the Project, including, but not limited to, its legally
applicable requirements, if any, for the retaining of certain amounts from payments to be made to contractors in lieu of the requirements
of Sections 153.12, 153.13, 153.14 and 153.63 of the Revised Code.

SECTION VIIL Conditions to Financial Assistance and_its Disbursement. The Grantor's obligations hereunder, including its
obligation to make financial assistance available to the Recipient pursuant to the terms of this Agreement, are contingent upon compliance
by the Recipient with the following conditions:

A. Recipient's acquisition and commitment of the Local Subdivision Contribution necessary for the completion of the
Project, its compliance with all other provisions of this Agreement, and its compliance with the provisions of Chapter
164 of the Revised Code and Chapter 164-1 of the Administrative Code. The Recipient shall set forth in Appendix D
of this Agreement a description of the manner or mechanisms of providing its local share of Project funds pursuant to
division (D) of Section 164.05 of the Revised Code and Rule 164-1-21 (B)(6) of the Administrative Code.

B. Recipient shall execute any and all other documents and certificates as deemed necessary by the Director, subject to the
opinion of counsel to the Director, as well as any required by changes in State or Federal Law, on the date hereof or at
any time hereafter in connection with the financial assistance and disbursement of moneys pursuant to this Agreement,
including any amendments to this Agrecment.

SECTION IX. Representations, Warranties and Covenants of Recipient. Recipient represents, warrants and covenants for the
benefit of the Grantor as follows:

A. Recipient is a Local Subdivision of the State with all the requisite power and autherity to construct, or provide for the
construction of, and operate the Project under the Iaws of the State and to carry on its activities as now conducted;

B. Recipient has the power to enter into and perform its obligations under this Agreement and has been duly authorized
to execute and deliver this Agreement;
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This Agreement is the legal, valid and binding obligation of the Recipient, subject to certain exceptions in event of
bankruptcy and the application of general principles of equity;

Recipient has complied with all procedures, prerequisites and obligations for Project application and approval under
Chapter 164 of the Revised Code and Chapter 164-1 of the Administrative Code;

Recipient is not the subject of nor has it initiated any claim or cause of action that would give rise to any liability which
would in any way inhibit Recipient's ability to carry outs its performance of this Agreement according to its terms;

Use of Project.

1.

General, The Recipient shall not use the Project or suffer or permit the Project to be used for any Private
Business Use. For purposes of the preceding sentence, use pursuant to a contract that satisfies the criteria of
paragraphs 2 or 3 of this subsection shall not be regarded as a Private Business Use.

Management Contracts. The Recipient agrees that from the date hereof until the date on which none of the
Infrastructure Bonds, of which the proceeds were used to pay or reimburse the costs of the Project, remain
outstanding (the "Agreement Term"):

a. The Recipient will not contract with any Private Person to manage the Project or any portion thereof
uniess all of the following conditions are met: (A) at least 50% of the compensation of the Private
Person is based on a periodic, fixed fee that contains no incentive adjustments, and no amount of
compensation is based on a share of net profits; (B) the compensation is reasonable in relation to the
services performed; (C) the term of the contract does not exceed five (5) years (including any renewal
option periods provided for in the contract); (D) if the term of the contract exceeds three (3) years,
the Recipient is able to cancel the contract without penalty or cause at the end of each three-year
period of the contract; {E) any automatic increases in the periodic, fixed fee may not exceed the
percentage increases determined by an external standard set forth in the contract for computing
increases; and (F) any new contract with a Private Person which is subject to this subparagraph F.2.
will be subject to the requirements of (A) through (F) of this subparagraph F.2.a.; and

b. If the Recipient is subject to subparagraph F.2.a. above and it enters into contracts with Private
Persons described in subparagraph F.2.a., and the Governing Body of the recipient numbers five (5)
or more members, no more than one {1) member of the Governing Body of the Recipient may be an
employee or member of the Governing Body of the Private Person. If the Governing Body of the
Recipient numbers less than five (5), no member of the Governing Body of the Recipient may be an
employee or member of the Governing Body of the Private Person. Similarly, if the Goveming Body
of the Private Person numbers five (5) or more members, no more than one (1) of those members may
be an employee or member of the Governing Body of the Recipient. However, in no event may a
member or employee of both the Recipient and Private Person be the Chief Executive Officer or its
equivalent of the Recipient or the Private Person, Members of the Governing Body of the Recipient
may not own a controlling interest in the Private Person.

Contracts Conceming Use of Project. The Recipient agrees that during the Agreement Term it will not contract
with any Private Person for use of the Project or any portion thereof or the facility or facilities of which the
Project is a part for any Private Business Use unless all of the conditions of subparagraph F.3.a., subparagraph
F.2.b. or subparagraph F.2.c, are met:

a, If the compensation of the Private Person is based entirely on a periodic, fixed fee that contains no
incentive adjustments, all of the following conditions must be met: (A) no amount of compensation
is based on a share of the net profits; (B) the compensation is reasonable; (C) the term of the contract
does not exceed five (5) years (including any renewal option periods provided for in the contract);
(D) if the term of the contract exceeds three (3) years, the Recipient is able to cancel the contract
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without penalty or cause at the end of each three-year period of the contract term; (E) any automatic
increases in the periodic, fixed fee may not exceed the percentage increases determined by an external
standard set forth in the standard for computing increases; and (F) any new contract with the Private
Person which is subject to subparagraph F.3.a. will be subject to the requirements of (A) through (F)
of this subparagraph; or

Where the compensation of the Private Person is based in whole or in part on a percentage of gross
income or other measure, all of the following conditions must be met: (A) no amount of compensation
is based on a share of the net profits; (B) the compensation is reasonable; (C) the term of the contract
does not exceed two (2) years; (D) the Recipient is able to cancel the contract without penalty or
cause by giving the Private Person 90 days notice; (E) any automatic increases in that portion of the
compensation that is a periodic, fixed fee may not exceed the percentage increases determined by an
external standard set forth in the standard for computing increases; and (F) any new contract with the
Private Person which is subject to subparagraph F.3.b. will be subject to the requirements of (A)
through (F) of this subparagraph; and

Ifthe Recipient is subject to the subparagraphs F.3.a. or F.3.b. and it enters into contracts with Private
Persons described in those subparagraphs and the Governing Body of the Recipient numbers five (5)
or more members, no more than one (1) member of the Governing Body of the Recipient may be the
Private Person referred to in subparagraphs F.3.a. or F.3.b., a related person (as described in Section
144(a)(3) of the Code}), an employee of such Private Person, or a member of the Governing Body of
such Private Person, provided such member is not the Chief Executive Officer or its equivalent of the
Recipient. If the Governing Body or the Recipient numbers less than five (5) members, no member
may be such Private Person or an employee of such Private Person or a member of its Governing
Body.

The Recipient may depart from any of its agreements contained in subparagraphs F.1. through F.3.
if it delivers to the Director, at the Recipient's expense, an opinion of Bond Counsel that to do so
would not adversely affect the exclusion of interest on the Infrastructure Bonds from gross income
for federal income tax purposes and such opinion is accepted by the Director.

Use of Proceeds. With respect to the Project to be financed or reimbursed by moneys granted pursuant to Section 11

hereof:

1.

The total cost of the Project shall not and will not include any cost which does not constitute "Costs of Capital
Improvements," as defined in the Law;

All of the Project is owned, or will be owned, by the Recipient or another Tax-Exempt organization;

The Recipient shall not use any of the moneys to pay or reimburse the Recipient for the payment of or to
refinance costs incwred in connection with the acquisition, construction, improvement and equipping of
property that is used or will be used for any Private Business Use; and

The Recipient may depart from any of its agreement contained in subparagraph 3 if it delivers to the Director,
at the Recipient's expense, an opinion of Bond Counsel that to do so would not adversely affect the exclusion
of interest on the Infrastructure Bonds from gross income for federal income tax purposes and such opinion
is accepted by the Director,

General Tax Covenant. The Recipient shall not take any action or fail to take any action which would adversely affect
the exclusion of interest on the Infrastructure Bonds from gross income for federal income tax purposes;

Sufficiency of Moneys. The Recipient has sufficient moneys in addition to those granted to Recipient pursuant to
Section II of this Agreement to fund the Project to completion;
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J. Construction Contract.

1. Ohio Preference. The Recipient shall, to the extent practicable, use and shall cause all of its Contractors and
subcontractors to use Ohio products, materials, services and labor in connection with the Project pursuant to
Section 164.05(A)(6) of the Revised Code;

2. Domestic Steel. The Recipient shall use and cause all of its Contractors and subcontractors to comply with
domestic steel use requirements pursuant to Section 153.011 of the Ohio Revised Code;

that each of its Contractors furnish a performance and payment bond in an amount at least equal to 100 percent
(100%) of its contract price as security for the faithful performance of its contract;

6. Insurance. The Recipient shall require that each of its construction contractors and each subcontractor maintain
during the life of its contract or subcontract appropriate Workers Compensation Insurance, Public Liability,
Property Damage and Vehicle Liability Insurance; and

SECTION XI. Audit Rights. The Recipient shall, at all reasonable times, provide the Director access to a right to inspect all sites
and facilities involved in the Project and access to and a right to examine or audit any and all books, documents and records, financial or
otherwise, relating to the Project or to ensure compliance with the provisions of this Agreement. The Recipient shall maintain all such
books, documents and records for a period of three (3) years after the termination of this Agreement, and such shall be kept in a common
file to facilitate audits and inspections. All disbursements made pursuant to the terms of this Agreement shall be subject to all audit
requirements applicable to State funds. The Recipient shall ensure that a copy of any final report of audit prepared in connection with and
specific to the Project, regardless of whether the report was prepared during the pendency of the Project or following its completion, is
provided to the Director within ten (10) days of the issuance of the report. The Recipient simultaneously shall provide the Director with
its detailed responses to each and every negative or adverse finding pertaining to the Project and contained in the report. Such responses
shall indicate what steps will be taken by the Recipient in remedying or otherwise satisfactorily resolving each problem identified by any
such finding.

The Recipient further acknowledges and agrees that
none of the duties and obligations imposed by this Agreement on the Director shall be binding until the Recipient has complied with all
applicable provisions of Chapter 164 of the Revised Code and Chapter 164-1 of the Administrative Code and until the Recipient has
acquired and committed all funds necessary for the full payment of the Matching Funds applicable to the Project.

Provided that the Recipient is not a Local Political Subdivision, the Recipient shall indemnity
and hold harmless the Director, the OPWC, the State and their respective officers, directors, members, agents and employees from any and
all liability arising out of or pursuant to this Agreement, the Recipient's use or application of the funds being provided by the OPWC
hereunder and the Recipient's construction or management of the Project.

SECTION XIV. Termination. The OPWC's obligations under this Agreement shall immediately terminate upon the failure of the
Recipient to comply with any of the terms or conditions contained herein. Upon such termination, the Recipient shall be obligated to return
any moneys delivered to the Recipient pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement. In the absence of any such failure, this Agreement shall
terminate and the obligations of the parties hereto shall be deemed to be satisfied on the date on which all of the Infrastructure Bonds, of
which the proceeds were used to pay or reimburse the costs of the Project, have been retired.

SECTION XV. Governing Law. This Agreement shall be interpreted and construed in accordance with the laws of the State. In
the event any disputes related to this Agreement are to be resolved in a Court of Law, said Court shall be located in the courts of Franklin
County, State of Ohio.

SECTION XVI. Severability. If any of the provisions of this Agreement or the application thereof to any person or circumstance
shall for any reason or to any extent be held invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement and the application of this provision
to such other persons or circumstances shall not be affected thereby, but rather shall be enforced to the greatest extent permitted by Law,

SECTION XVII. Entire Agreement. This Agreement and its Appendices and Attachments attached hereto contain the entire
understanding between the parties and supersede any prior understandings, agreements, proposals and all other communications between
the parties relating to the subject matter of this Agreement, whether such shall be oral or written.

SECTION XVIIL Captions. Captions contained in this Agreement are included only for convenience of reference and do not
define, limit, explain or modify this Agreement or its interpretation, instruction or meanings and are in no way intended to be construed
as part of this Agreement.

SECTION XIX. Notices. Except as otherwise provided hereunder, any notices required hereunder shall be in writing and shall
be deemed duly given when deposited in the mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, by the sending party to the other party at the
addresses set forth below or at such other addresses as party may from time to time designate by written notice to the other party.

SECTION XX. No Waiver. If either party hereto at any time fails to require performance by the other of any provision of this
Agreement, such failure in no way affects the right to require such performance at any time thereafier, nor shall the waiver by either party
of a breach or default under any provision of this Agreement be construed to be a waiver of any subsequent breach or default under that
provision or any other provision of this Agreement,

SECTION XXI. Acceptance by Recipient. This Agreement must be signed by the Chief Executive Officer of the Recipient and
retarned to, and received by, the OPWC within forty-five (45) days of the date written on the first page of this Agreement. Failure of the
Recipient to return a fully executed copy of this Agreement to the OPWC within the forty-five (45) day limit will result in this Agreement
being declared null and void. However, upon the Recipient presenting the Director with a written explanation of the need to extend this
forty-five (45) day limit, the Director, in his sole discretion, may extend the forty-five (45) day limit.
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SECTION XXII. Assignment. Neither this Agreement nor any rights, duties or obligations described herein shall be assigned
by either party hereto without the prior written consent of the other party.

WHEREAS, the Local Transportation Improvement Fund created under Section 164.14 of the Revised Code is to benefit local
subdivisions (as hereinafier defined) for the construction, reconstruction, improvement, or planning of transportation infrastructure (as
hereinafter defined);

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 164.05 of the Revised Code, the Director of the OPWC is empowered to (i) enter into
agreements with Local Subdivisions to provide loans, grants, and local debt support and credit enhancements for Capital Improvement
Projects (as hereinafter defined); and (ii) authorize payments to Local Subdivisions or their Contractors (as hereinafter defined) for costs
incurred for Capital Improvement Projects which have been approved by the Director;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 164.14 of the Revised Code, the Director is empowered to review and approve or disapprove
requests for financial assistance from the District Public Works Integrating Committees in accordance with the criteria set forth in
Divisions C and E of Section 164.14 of the Revised Code;

WHEREAS, Section 164.14 of the Revised Code permits a grant of funds for such a Capital Improvement Project to be expended
or provided only after the District has submitted a request to fund the Project to the Director outlining the Recipient's planned use of the
funds, and subsequent approval of the request by the Director;

WHEREAS, the Recipient desires to engage in the acquisition, construction, reconstruction, improvement, or planning of the
Capital Improvement Project (the "Project") described in Appendix A of this Agreement;

WHEREAS, the Project has been duly recommended to the Director pursuant to Section 164.14 of the Revised Code by the
District Public Works Integrating Committee of the Recipient; and

WHEREAS, the Director desires to approve the Recipient's request for a grant of financial assistance to finance certain costs of
the Project, such moneys being allocated out of the State and Local Government Highway Distribution Fund to the Local Transportation
Improvement Fund in the State Treasury;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and covenants herein contained, the undersigned agree as follows:
SECTIONI. Definitions and General Provisions. The following words and terms as hereinafter used in this Agreement shall have

the following meanings unless otherwise herein provided and unless the context or use clearly indicates an other or different meaning or
intent.

“Business Day" means a day of the year on which banks located in Columbus, Ohio and in New York, New York are not required
or authorized by law to remain closed and on which The New York Stock Exchange is not closed.

"Capital Improvement" or "Capital Improvement Project" means the acquisition, construction, reconstruction and improvement
of roads and bridges of Local Subdivisions, including real property, interests in real property, and facilities and equipment of Local
Subdivisions related or incidental thereto.

“Chief Executive Officer” means the single office or official of the Recipient designated in Appendix B pursuant ta Section VI
hercof, or his authorized designee as per written notification to the Director.

"ChiefFiscal Officer" means the single office or official of the Recipient designated in Appendix B pursuant to Section VI hereof,
or his authorized designee as per written notification to the Director,

"Contractor” means a person w ho has a direct contractual relationship with the Recipient and is (i) the manufacturer of all or
a portion of the Project, or (ii) the provider of labor, materials or services in connection with the construction, reconstruction, expansion,
improvement or engineering of the Project, or both.

"Cost of Capital Improvement Projects" means the costs of acquiring , constructing, reconstructing, expanding, improving and
engineering Capital Improvement Projects and, as applicable, related financing costs.
g p J g

"District Committees" means the District Public Works Integrating Committees and the Executive Committees created pursuant
to Section 164.04 of the Revised Code, and District Subcommittees created pursuant to Section 164.14 of the Revised Code.
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"Fund" means the Local Transportation Improvemnent Fund created pursuant to Section 164.14 of the Revised Code.

"Governing Body" means the board of county commissioners or a county council if a county; the legislative authority if a
municipal corporation; or the board of township trustees if a township.

"Local Subdivision” means any county, municipal corporation, or township of the State.

“Participation Percentages" means the percentage of the total actual project costs that will be contributed by the OPWC, not to
exceed the maximum dollar contribution of the OPWC identified in this Project Agreement, and the percentage of the total actual project
costs that will be contributed by the Recipient. Both of the percentages are identified in Appendix D. In the event that the total actual
project costs exceed the estimated project costs identified in Appendix D, the Local Subdivision Participation Percentage will increase
to reflect the cost overrun, while the OPWC percentage contribution will decrease recognizing that there is a maximum dollar contribution
from the OPWC which is identified in this Project Agreement.

“Project Manager" means the principal employee or agent of the Recipient having administrative authority over the Project
designated in Appendix B pursuant to Section VI hereof, or authorized designee as per written notification to the Director.

"Reimbursing" means the use of funds granted to the Recipient pursuant to Section 164,14 of the Revised Code as reimbursement
to the Recipieat for funds expended on the Project by the Recipient, and which did not in any way inflate costs of the Capital Improvement
Project,

"State" means the State of Ohio.

“Transportation Infrastructure” means any highway, road, street or bridge and the necessary safety appurtenances thereto
constructed, reconstructed, expanded, improved, or engineered on authority of funds allocated pursuant to Section 164.14 of the Revised
Code.

Any reference herein to public boards, commissions, departments, institutions, agencies, bodies or entities shall include those
succeeding to their functions, duties or responsibilities by operation of law or wha are lawfully performing their functions. Any reference
to a section or provision of the Constitution of the State, or to a section, provision or chapter of the Revised Code shall include such
section, provision or chapter as from time to time may have been duly amended, modified, supplemented or superseded. Words of the
masculine or feminine gender shall be deemed and construed to include correlative words of the feminine, masculine and neuter genders.
Unless the context shall otherwise indicate, words importing the singular number shall include the plural number, and vice versa. The terms
"hereof", "hereby", "herein", "hereto", "hereunder" and similar terms refer to this Agreement and term "hereunder” means after, and the
term "heretofore" means before the effective date of this Agreement.

SECTION II. Grant of Financial Assistance. Subject to the terms and conditions contained herein, the OPWC hereby grants to
the Recipient moneys from the Fund, not to exceed the amount, as set forth in Appendix C of this Agreement for the sole and express
purpose of paying or reimbursing the costs certified to the OPWC under this Agreement for the completion of the Project.

SECTION IIl. Local Subdivision Contribution. The Recipient shall, at a minimum, contribute to the Project (the "Local
Subdivision Contribution") the Local Subdivision Participation Percentage as set forth in Appendix D of this Agreement. The Local
Subdivision Contribution to the Project shall be for the sole and express purpose of paying or reimbursing the costs certified to the OPWC
under this Agreement for the completion of the Project as defined and described in Appendix A of this Agreement.

SECTION IV. Notice to Proceed. Work shall not commence on this Project until the Director has issued a written Notice to
Proceed to the Recipient. A Notice to Proceed shall be required for all project prime contractors or direct procurement initiated by the
Recipient following execution of this Agreement.

SECTION V. Project Schedule. Construction must begin within 30 days of the date set forth in Appendix A, Page 2, for the start
of construction, or this Agreement may become null and void, at the sole discretion of the Director. However, the Recipient may apply
to the Director in writing for an extension of the date to initiate construction. The Recipient shall specify the reasons for the delay in the
start of construction and provide the Director with a new start of construction date. The Director will review such requests for extensions
and may extend the start date, providing that the Project can be completed within a reasonable time frame.
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SECTION VI. Disbursernents. All payments made by the OPWC shall be made directly to the Contractor that performed the
work and originated the invoice, unless the Grantor expressly authorizes the Recipient to use the reimbursement method specified in
Paragraph (A){4)(b) of Rule 164-1-22 of the Administrative Code.

A,

Project Administration Designation. Pursuant to Paragraph (B} of Rule 164-1-21 of the Administrative Code, the
Recipient shall designate its Chief Executive Officer, Chief Fiscal Officer and Project Manager in Appendix B of this
Agreement. Changes in these designations must be made in writing.

Disbursements to Contractors to Pay Costs of the Project. The Recipient shall require that as work on the Project and
as specified in its contract is performed a Contractor shali promptly submit a detailed project specific invoice to the
Project Manager. Within three (3) Business Days following receipt of such invoice from a Contractor, the Project
Manager shall review the invoice and, if found to be accurate, shall so certify in writing, forwarding such certification
tagether with a copy of the invoice to the Chief Fiscal Officer. Within five (5) Business Days following receipt of such
invoice and certification from the Project Manager, the Chief Fiscal Officer shall conduct such reviews as he considers
appropriate and, if he approves such invoice, shall submit to the Director a Disbursement Request together with the
information and certifications required by this Section V1. B. The dollar amount set forth in the Disbursement Request
shall be calculated based on the Participation Percentage as set forth originally in Appendix D of this Agreement or as
may be adjusted from time to time to account for changed conditions in the project financing scheme. Within five (5)
Business Days following receipt of the Disbursement Request and all required information and certifications, the
Director shall, if such items are deemed by the Director to be accurate and completed, initiate payment in accordance
with applicable State requirements for the payment of the amount set forth in the Disbursement Request.

Prior to any disbursement from the Fund, the following documents shall be submitted to the Director by the Recipient:

1. If the request is for disbursement to a Contractor, an invoice submitted to the Recipient by the Contractor
which invoice requests payment of such sums in connection with its performance of the Project;

2. If the request is for disbursement to the Recipient pursuant to Paragraph (A)(4)(b) of Rule 164-1-22 of the
Administrative Code, a paid invoice or other evidence satisfactory to the Director that payment of such sums
has been made by the Recipient in connection with the portion of the Project for which payment is requested;

3. The Project Manager's certification pursuant to Section V1. B. of this Agreement;

4. The Disbursement Request Form and Certification in the form set forth as Appendix E of this Agreement
properly executed by the Chief Fiscal Officer and the Chief Executive Officer; and

5. Such other certificates, documents and other information as the Director may reasonably require.

If the Director finds that the documents are in compliance with the requirements of this Agreement, the Director is
authorized and directed to cause the disbursement of moneys from the Fund for payment of the identified Project costs.
A copy of all such documents submitted to the Director shall be retained by the Director.

The Recipient represents that the Project was initially constructed, installed or acquired by the Recipient no earlier than
the execution date of this Agreement.

Limitations on Use. No part of the moneys delivered to the Recipient pursuant to Section II hereof is being or will be
used to refinance, retire, redeem, or otherwise pay debt service on all or any part of any part of any governmental
obligations.

Project Scope. The physical scope of the Project shall be limited to only those capital improvements as described in
Appendix A of this Agreement. In the event that circumstances require a change in such physical scope, the change must
be approved by the District Committee, recorded in the District Committee's official meeting minutes, and provided to
the OPWC Director for the execution of an amendment to this Agreement.

Project Cost Overruns. In the event that the Recipient determines that the moneys granted pursuant to Section IT hereof,
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together with the Local Subdivision Contribution, are insufficient to pay in full the costs of the Project, the Recipient
may make a request for suppiemental assistance to its District Committee. The Recipient must demonstrate that such
funding is necessary for the completion of the Project and the cost overrun was the result of circumstances beyond the
Recipient's control, that it could not have been avoided with the exercise of due care, and that such circumstances could
not have been anticipated at the time of the Recipient's initial application. Should the District Committee approve such
request the action shall be recorded in the District Committee's official meeting minutes and provided to the OPWC
Director for the execution of an amendment to this Agreement.

SECTION VII. Retainage. Except as provided in the second sentence of this Section, Recipient shall comply in all aspects with
the requirements of Sections 153.12, 153.13, 153.14 and 153.63 of the Revised Code, or other law applicable to it, including, but not
limited to, the provisions thereof, to the extent applicable to the Recipient, which require the holding of certain amounts from payments
to be made to Contractors and the deposit of such amounts into an escrow account established pursuant to Section 153.63 of the Revised
Code. The Recipient may use its legally applicable construction requirements for the Project, including, but not limited to, its legally
applicable requirements, if any, for the retaining of certain amounts from payments to be made to contractors in lieu of the requirements
of Sections 153.12, 153.13, 153.14 and 153.63 of the Revised Code.

SECTION VIIIL Conditions to Financial Assistance and its Disbursement. The Grantor's obligations hereunder, including its
abligation to make financial assistance available to the Recipient pursuant to the terms of this Agreement, are contingent upon compliance
by the Recipient with the following conditions:

A

Recipient's acquisition and commitment of the Local Subdivision Contribution necessary for the completion of the
Project, its compliance with all other provisions of this Agreement, and its compliance with the provisions of Chapter
164 of the Revised Code and Chapter 164-1 of the Administrative Code. The Recipient shall set forth in Appendix D
of this Agreement a description of the manner or mechanisms of providing its local share of Project funds.

Recipient shall execute any and all other documents and certificates as deemed necessary by the Director, subject to the
opinion of counsel to the Director, as well as any required by changes in State or Federal Law, on the date hereof or at
any time hereafier in connection with the financial assistance and disbursement of moneys pursuant to this Agreement,
including any amendments to this Agreement.

SECTION IX. Representations, Warranties and Covenants of Recipient. Recipient represents, warrants and covenants for the
benefit of the Grantor as follows:

A,

Recipient is a Local Subdivision of the State with all the requisite power and authority to construct, or provide for the
construction of, and operate the Project under the laws of the State and to carry on its activities as now conducted;

Recipient has the power to enter into and perform its obligations under this Agreement and has been duly authorized
to execute and deliver this Agreement;

This Agreement is the legal, valid and binding obligation of the Recipient, subject to certain exceptions in event of
bankruptcy and the application of general principles of equity;

Recipient has complied with all procedures, prerequisites and obligations for Project application and approval under
Chapter 164 of the Revised Code and Chapter 164-1 of the Administrative Code; excluding Chapter 164-1-32;

Recipient is not the subject of nor has it initiated any claim or cause of action that would give rise to any liability which
would in any way inhibit Recipient's ability to carry outs its performance of this Agreement according to its terms;

Use of Proceeds. With respect to the Project to be financed or reimbursed by moneys granted pursuant to Section I
hereof;

1. The total cost of the Project shall not and will not include any cost which does not constitute "Costs of Capital
Improvements," as defined in the Law;

2. All of the Project is owned, or will be owned, by the Recipient or another eligible local subdivision.
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G. Sufficiency of Moneys. The Recipient has sufficient moneys in addition to those granted to Recipient pursuant to
Section II of this Agreement to fund the Project to completion;

H. Construction Contract.

1. Qhio Preference. The Recipient shall, to the extent practicable, use and shall cause all of its Contractors and
subcontractors to use Ohio products, materials, services and labor in connection with the Project pursuant to
Section 164.05(A)(6) of the Revised Code;

2 Domestic Steel. The Recipient shall use and cause all of its Contractors and subcontractors to comply with
domestic steel use requirements pursuant to Section 153.011 of the Ohio Revised Code;

3. Prevailing Wage. The Recipient shall require that all Contractors and subcontractors working on the Project
comply with the prevailing wage requirements contained in Revised Code Sections 164.07(B) and 4115.03
through 4115.16;

4, Equal Employment Opportunity, The Recipient shall require all Contractors to secure a valid Certificate of
Compliance;
5. Construction Bonds. In accordance with 153.54, et. seq. of the Ohio Revised Code, the recipient shall require

that each of its Contractors furnish a performance and payment bond in an amount at least equal to 100 percent
(100%) of its contract price as security for the faithful performance of its contract;

6. Insurance. The Recipient shall require that each of its construction contractors and each subcontractor maintain
during the life of its contract or subcontract appropriate Workers Compensation Insurance, Public Liability,
Property Damage and Vehicle Liability Insurance; and

7. Supervision. The Recipient shall provide and maintain competent and adequate project management covering
the supervision and inspection of the development and construction of the Project and bear the responsibility
of cnsuring that construction conforms to the approved surveys, plans, profiles, cross sections and
specifications.

L Minority Business Enterprise. The Recipient shall comply with the minority business requirements pursuant to Section
164.07(A) of the Revised Code and rule 164-1-32 of the Administrative Code when making direct purchases of
equipment, materials or supplies.

SECTION X. Progress Reports. The Recipient shall submit to the OPWC, at the OPWC's request, summary reports detailing the
progress of the Project pursuant to this Agreement and any additional reports containing such information as the OPWC may reasonably
require.

SECTION XI. Audit Rights._ The Recipient shall, at all reasonable times, provide the Director access to a right to inspect all sites
and facilities involved in the Project and access to and a right to examine or audit any and all books, documents and records, financial or
otherwise, relating to the Project or to ensure compliance with the provisions of this Agreement. The Recipient shall maintain all such
books, documents and records for a period of three (3) years after the termination of this Agreement, and such shall be kept in a common
file to facilitate audits and inspections. All disbursements made pursuant to the terms of this Agreement shall be subject to all audit
requirements applicable to State funds. The Recipient shall ensure that a copy of any final report of audit prepared in connection with and
specific to the Project, regardless of whether the report was prepared during the pendency of the Project or following its completion, is
provided to the Director within ten (10) days of the issuance of the report. The Recipient simultaneously shall provide the Director with
its detailed responses to each and every negative or adverse finding pertaining to the Project and contained in the report. Such responses
shall indicate what steps will be taken by the Recipient in remedying or otherwise satisfactorily resolving each problem identified by any
such finding. If the Recipient fails to comply with the requirements of this Section or fails to institute steps designated to remedy or
otherwise satisfactorily resolve problems identified by negative audit findings, the Director may bar the Recipient from receiving further
financial assistance under Chapter 164 of the Revised Code until the Recipient so complies or until the Recipient satisfactorily resolves
such findings.
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SECTION XII. General Assembly Appropriation. The Recipient hereby acknowledges and agrees that the financial assistance
provided under this Agreement is entirely subject to, and contingent upon, the availability of funds appropriated by the General Assembly
for the purposes set forth in this Agreement and in Chapter 164 of the Revised Code. The Recipient further acknowledges and agrees that
none of the duties and obligations imposed by this Agreement on the Director shall be binding until the Recipient has complied with all
applicable provisions of Chapter 164 of the Revised Code and Chapter 164-1 of the Administrative Code and until the Recipient has
acquired and committed all funds necessary for the full payment of the Matching Funds applicable to the Project.

SECTION XIII. Indemnification. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as conferring any legal rights, privileges, or
immunities, or imposing any legal duties or obligations, on any person or persons other that the parties named in this Agreement, whether
suchrights, privileges, immunities, duties, or obligations be regarded as contractual, equitable, or beneficial in nature as to such other person
or persons. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as creating any lepal relations between the Dircctor and any person performing
services or supplying any equipment, materials, good, or supplies of the Project sufficient to impose upon the Director any of the obligations
specified in Revised Code Section 126.30. Provided that the Recipient is not a Local Political Subdivision, the Recipient shall indemnity
and hold harmless the Director, the OPWC, the State and their respective officers, directors, members, agents and employees from any and
all liability arising out of or pursuant to this Agreement, the Recipient's use or application of the funds being provided by the OPWC
hereunder and the Recipient's construction or management of the Project.

SECTION XIV. Termination, The OPWC's obligations under this Agreement shall immediately terminate upon the failure of the
Recipient to comply with any of the terms or conditions contained herein. Upon such termination, the Recipient shall be obligated to return
any moneys delivered to the Recipient pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement. In the absence of any such failure, this Agreement shall
terminate and the obligations of the parties hereto shall be deemed to be satisfied on the date on which all of the Infrastructure Bonds, of
which the proceeds were used to pay or reimburse the costs of the Project, have been retired.

SECTION XV. Governing Law. This Agreement shall be interpreted and construed in accordance with the laws of the State. In
the event any disputes related to this Agreement are to be resolved in a Court of Law, said Court shall be located in the courts of Franklin
County, State of Ohio.

SECTION XV1. Severability. If any of the provisions of this Agreement or the application thereof to ANy person or circumstance
shall for any reason or to any extent be held invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement and the application of this provision
to such other persons or circumstances shall not be affected thereby, but rather shall be enforced to the greatest extent permitted by Law.

SECTION XVII. Entire Agreement. This Agreement and its Appendices and Attachments attached hereto contain the entire
understanding between the parties and supersede any prior understandings, agreements, proposals and all other communications between
the parties relating to the subject matter of this Agreement, whether such shall be oral or written.

SECTION XVIII. Captions. Captions contained in this Agreement are included only for convenience of reference and do not
define, limit, explain or modify this Agreement or its interpretation, instruction or meanings and are in no way intended to be construed
as part of this Agreement.

SECTION XIX. Notices. Except as otherwise provided hereunder, any notices required hereunder shall be in writing and shall
be deemed duly given when deposited in the mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, by the sending party to the other party at the
addresses set forth below or at such other addresses as party may from time to time designate by written notice to the other party.

SECTION XX. No Waiver. If either party hereto at any time fails to require performance by the other of any provision of this
Agreement, such failure in no way affects the right to require such performance at any time thereafter, nor shall the waiver by either party
of a breach or default under any provision of this Agreement be construed to be a waiver of any subsequent breach or default under that
provision or any other provision of this Agreement.

SECTION XXI. Acceptance by Recipient. This Agreement must be signed by the Chief Executive Officer of the Recipient and
returned to, and received by, the OPWC within forty-five (45) days of the date written on the first page of this Agreement. Failure of the
Recipient to return a fully executed copy of this Agreement to the OPWC within the forty-five (45) day limit will result in this Agreement
being declared null and void. However, upon the Recipient presenting the Director with a written explanation of the need to extend this
forty-five (45) day limit, the Director, in his sole discretion, may extend the forty-five (45) day limit.

SECTION XXII. Assignment. Neither this Agreement nor any rights, duties or obligations described herein shall be assigned
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by either party hereto without the prior written consent of the other party.

As authorized by Section II of this Agreement for the sole and express purpose of financing the Project defined and
described in Appendix A of this Agreement, the estimated costs of which are set forth and described in Appendix D of this
Agreement, the OPWC hereby agrees to provide financial assistance, subject to the terms and conditions contained in this
Agreement, from the State Capital Improvements Fund which constitutes the proceeds of the Infrastructure Bonds, in an amount
not to exceed One Hundred Thirty-Four Thousand, Four Hundred Dollars ($134,400). This financial assistance shall be
provided in the form of a Grant. The OPWC Grant Control No. is DKT02.

Joint Funded Project with the Ohio Department of Transportation

In the event that the Recipient does not have contracting authority over project engineering, construction, or right-of-
way, the Recipient and the OPWC hereby assign certain responsibilities to the Ohio Department of Transportation, an
authorized representative of the State of Ohio. Notwithstanding sections IV, VI. A, VL. B, VL. C, and VII of the Project
Agreement, Recipient hereby acknowledges that upon notification by the Ohio Department of Transportation, all payments
for eligible project costs will be disbursed by the Grantor directly to the Ohio Department of Transportation. A Memorandum
of Funds issued by the Ohio Department of Transportation shall be used to certify the estimated project costs.

E. Springfield has provided its emergency dispatch service to New Carlisle’s primary response
area under the terms of agreements between Springfield and New Carlisle since 2007.

F. The most recent agreement expired June 30, 2016 and the parties desire to continue it on the
following terms,

COVENANTS

In consideration of the mutual promises expressed herein, the parties covenant and agree as
follows:

1. Springfield will provide to New Carlisle the services of Springfield’s Enhanced E-
811 system for the use of New Carlisle’s fire and EMS services within New Carlisle’s
primary service area, in accordance with a Dispatch Service Protocol executed by the
City Manager of New Carlisle and the City Manager of Springfield. The Protocol
may be amended from time to time.

2. New Carlisle has provided to Springfield a list of street addresses within its primary
service area in such form as will enable Springfield to incorporate such data in its
operating software. New Carlisle shall update the list of addresses as needed.





3. The equipment and personnel utilized by Springfield in providing dispatch services to
New Carlisle shall be the same equipment and personnel as Springfield utilizes to
serve its own jurisdiction.

4. This agreement shall be effective beginning July 1, 2016 and ending June 30, 2017.

B. Compensate and provide fringe benefits for the SROs in the same amounts
and manner as its other patrol officers.

C. Provide uniforms, equipment and police professional liability insurance for the
SROs in the same amounts and manner as its other patrol officers.

D. In addition to the SROs described above, the City will assign additional police
patrol officers and/or sergeants in the event of an emergency response
necessitating a greater police presence.





Il. BOARD OBLIGATIONS: The Board will:

A. Cooperate with the City, the Springfield Chief of Police, his subordinates and
the employees assigned under this Agreement in the fulfillment of the mutual
goals stated herein,.

[Amendment #1]

THIS AGREEMENT entered into effective the 26" day of November 2014, by and
between THE CITY OF SPRINGF IELD, OHIO (hereinafter "City") and JM
CONSOLIDATED INDUSTRIES, LLC (hereinafter called "Employment Provider").

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, City and Employment Provider have entered into an Municipal Tax Credit
Incentive Agreement dated April 26, 2011 (hereinafter the "Subject Agreement”) and wish to
modify certain provisions of the Subject Agreement to reduce the performance requirements by
both parties to their mutual benefit.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto agree as follows:
Section A.  Section 3 of the Subject Agreement be and hereby is amended to read as

follows:
3. Grant of Municipal Income Tax Credit.

A) The City hereby grants to the Employment Provider a nonrefundable

The grant of this
Municipal Income Tax Credit is for the sole and express purpose of
inducing the Employment Provider to engage in the Project and
provide the employment in Springfield, Ohio herein described. The
Employment Provider shall diligently undertake the Project and
activities as set forth in Exhibit A, which is entitled "Scope of Work"
and which is attached hereto, made a part hereof and incorporated
herein by reference as if fully set forth herein. The Employment
Provider shall claim the Municipal Income Tax Credit only after the
allowance of all other credits provided by Chapter 195 of the City's
Codified Ordinances.

B) The City hereby grants to the Employment Provider a nonrefundable
tax credit allowed against the income tax imposed for the tax year
under Section 195.03 of the City's Codified Ordinances of thirty-five
percent (35%) of the income tax assessed on the business operation of
Employment Provider, to commence in the 2014 tax year and continue
through the 2016 tax year for a term of three tax years (this period is
included in the term "Term"); provided, that the Employment Provider
continues in full compliance with all of the Employment Provider's





obligations as described in this Agreement. The grant of this
Municipal Income Tax Credit is for the sole and €xpress purpose of
inducing the Employment Provider to engage in the Project and
provide the employment in Springfield, Ohio herein described. The
Employment Provider shal] diligently undertake the Project and
activities as set forth in Exhibit A, which is entitled "Scope of Work"
and which is attached hereto, made a part hereof and incorporated
herein by reference as if fully set forth herein. The Employment
Provider shall claim the Municipal Income Tax Credit only after the
allowance of all other credits provided by Chapter 195 of the City's
Codified Ordinances.

SectionB.  Section 4 of the Subject Agreement be and hereby is amended to read as
follows:

4, Job Creation or Retention. On or before December 31, 2014 the
Employment Provider shall achieve a total employment level at the Project Site of
seventy six employees. To comply with this provision, the New Employees must
have an average hourly wage of at least $13.62 (not considering fringe benefits
and other employee costs). Employment Provider shall be recognized to have
achieved its obligation under this paragraph 4 and under paragraph 1(A) and (D)
when Employment Provider maintains the seventy six (76) job minimum full time
work force at the Project Site with the required average hourly wage for a period
of at least two consecutive municipal income tax withholding quarters during the
Term; except as otherwise provided in the provisions of Section 9, below.

Section C. In all other respects the Subject Agreement shall continue in full force and
effect.
