355.01  CITY MANAGER TO ESTABLISH TAXICAB STANDS.  
The City Manager is hereby authorized and directed to establish upon such streets as in 

his opinion will serve the best interest of the public, taxicab stands, where it shall be lawful to 
permit taxicabs to park for a period not exceeding one hour while awaiting passengers for hire; 
provided, however, not more than two taxicabs shall park on each side of any street in any square 
outside of the taxi stands. 
(Ord. 67-14.  Passed 1-9-67.)   

355.02  TAXICABS IN STANDS.  
Any taxicab stand so established shall be subject to the regulation that only taxicabs in 

such numbers as set forth on the approved police sign shall remain at any taxicab stand while 
awaiting for passengers, and only in single file, headed in accordance with the traffic regulations.  
No taxicab standing at the head of any such line shall refuse to carry any orderly person applying 
for a taxicab who agrees to pay the proper rate of fare, but this regulation shall not prevent any 
person from selecting any taxicab he may desire on such stand, whether it be at the head of the 
line or not.

355.03  ENTERING LINE IN STAND.  
As taxicabs leave the line with passengers, those behind shall move up, and any taxicab 

seeking a place on the stand shall approach it only from the rear, and shall stop as near as 
possible to the last taxicab already within the stand.

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355.04  MONOPOLY BY ONE CAB OWNER PROHIBITED.  
Except as otherwise directed by the City Manager, not more than one cab of one owner 

shall at one time occupy any stand having a capacity of three vehicles or less; not more than two 
cabs of one owner shall at one time occupy any stand of greater capacity than three vehicles.  
Should more than the legal number of taxicabs belonging to one owner occupy a given stand at 
one time, the last cab or cabs belonging to the owner in the line shall be deemed the violator or 
violators.

355.05  AUTHORITY OF CITY MANAGER.  
The authority herein conferred upon the City Manager to establish taxicab stands shall be 

a continuing one, and he may establish or abolish such stands, or change the number of vehicles 
which shall be permitted within such stands as in his opinion will best serve the interest of the 
public.
