Requesting City Commission authorize the City Manager and Finance Director to enter into a
Memorandum of Understanding with the Ohio Department of Transportation for the acceptance of the
FY2016 Ohio Transit Preservation Partnership Program (OTPPP) Grant, confirming and approving any
grant related expenses from April 1, 2016.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is made by and between the Stats of Ohio, Department of Transportation,
1980 West Broad Strest, Columbus, Ohio 43223 (ODOT), and the City of Springfield, City Hall 76 Est high Street, Springfield,
OH 45502,

SECTION 1: PURPOSE

1.1 The purpose of this MOU is to establish the respective responsibilities of the parties with regard to the FY2016 Ohio
Transil Preservation Partnership Program {OTPPP) and to set forth the rights and duties of the parties as a result of that
obligation.

1.2  The National Transportation Act has cerlain Federal provisions for the use of federal highway funds for use by local public
transportation systems for transit projects.

1.3  ODOT has been designated by the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) as the agency in Ohio to administer the
obligation of federal funds transferred for eligible projects. ODOT obligates these federal highway funds as flexible funds transfers
and is notified by the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) when the federal funds have been transferred for an eligible project
within an FTA grant.

1.4  Section 5501.03(A)(3) of the Ohio Revised Code provides that the Director of Transportation may coordinate the activities
of ODOT with other appropriate public authorities and enter into contracts with such authorities as necessary to carry out its
dutles, powers and functions.

1.5  City of Springfield is a political subdivisicn of the State of Ghio, and s autherized to provide transit service to the citizens
of Clark County by Section 306.32 of the Ohio Revised Code. City of Springfield is responsible for the OTPPP project as defined
under CFR 9030.1E for project (s) costs eligibility.

SECTION 2: OBLIGATIONS OF City of Springfiel

21  Agrees to enter a grant into the FTA grants management system to facilitate the federal grant approval process and
subsequent implementation of the Project.

2.2  Agrees to comply fully with all federal, state and local laws, regulations, rules, execulive orders and other legal
requirements, as the same may be amended from time to time.

2.3  Agrees to submit all such data, reports, records, contracts, financial records, and other documents relating to the
Project as required by ODOT, FTA and any federal authority as requested from time to time.

24  Agrees to provide a quarterly progress report in order for ODOT to track the use of federal funds. The report will include
Project costs and milestone dates and Project progress information for the milestone categories Identifled for use in FTA's grants
management system, The report shall identify milestone dale changes as well as justify departures for the committed milestone
dates. Upon execution of thls MOU, reports are due January 15, April 15, July 15, and October 15 each year for the pravious
calendar quarter until the federal grant is closed.

2.5  Agrees to provide a final report of expenditures for the Project within 30 days of the final drawdown of federal funds.

SECTION 5: TERMINATION

5.1 ODOT may terminate its agreement with City of Springfield with no federal funds committed if the federal project is
non-performead for any reason.

SECTION 6: GENERAL PROVISIONS

6.1  This MOU constitutes the entire MOU between the parties, and any changes or modifications to this MOU shall be made
and agreed to in writing.

6.2  Neither this MOU nor any rights, duties, or obligations described herein shall be assigned by any party hereto without
the prior express written consent of the other party.

6.3  This MOU shall be construed and interprated and the rights of the parties determined in accordance with the laws of the
State of Ohio. To the extent that ODOT is a party to any litigation arising out of, or relating in any way to the MOU or the
performance thersunder such an action shall be brought only in a court of compstent jurisdiction in Franklin County, Chio.

6.4  This MOU constitutes the entire agreement between the parties, and any changes or modifications to this MOU shall be
made and agresd to by all parties in writing.

6.5  State Audil Findings: Contraclor affirmatively represents to the State that it is not subject to a finding for recavery under
R.C. 9.24, or that it has taken the appropriate remedial steps required under R.C. 9.24 or atherwise qualifies under that section.
Contractor agrees that if this representation is deemed to be false, the contract shall be void ab initio as between the parties lo

(e) The sewer upgrade fee shall be paid either in cash or by execution of a note
therefor payable to the City over a period not to exceed five (5) years and billed to the owner by
the City with each sewer bill during such period.

() The Finance Director shali recalculate the connection fee every two years. Any
change in the fee as a result of such recalculation shall apply only to new connections applied
for after the recalculation has been made.

(g) The sewer connection fee calculated as set out above shall be effective for any
connections made on or after January 1, 2017, except that a property owner may connect if that
owner pays the fee as calculated under the terms defined in Ordinance No. 13-311, passed
December 23, 2013, before December 15, 2016.

Section 3. That existing Sections 911.16 and 915.02 of the Codified Ordinances of
The City of Springfield, Ohio, are hereby repealed.

The purpose of this program is to assist eligible Owner Occupants, and Nonprofit
Organizations who own, or utilize single-family homes located in the City of
Springfield, Ohio by correcting emergency housing conditions, which if neglected
would adversely affect immediate human health, safety and welfare. Eligible types of
repairs include, roofing, electrical, heating, plumbing, ADA improvements, insulation,
lead base paint improvements, and other structural repairs. Community Development
Block Grant, (CDBG), monies will be used to fund this program. Labor and material
costs will be applied to a project through bids secured from area contractors by the
City. Multi-family structures may be considered under Non-profit organizations.

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION & ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR:

INSTALLMENT LOAN PROGRAM

DESCRIPTION

This program provides a zero interest rate installment loan to the eligible individuals/
families to make emergency repairs to their residences. Applicants will be required to
pay for filing fees, not to exceed $100.00, at the time of closing. The loan will be
secured by a mortgage on the subject property.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

Single-family homeowner must meet the following criteria:
> Reside in the City Springfield.
» Household income must not exceed 80% of the Annual Median Income adjusted
for household size, as determined by the US Department of Housing & Urban
Development, (HUD).

These limits may be revised as necessary by the Loan Review Committee. One
payment will be made to the contractor after satisfactory inspection and completion of
all work. Other disbursement schedules will be presented to the Loan Review
Committee for approval when necessary.

Reauest for Emergency Assistance - When a request is received in the Housing
Rehab division, the applicant will complete, provide income and ownership
verification documents, and complete necessary paperwork as provided.
Inspection and Site Visit - The Rehab Specialist shall conduct an on-site inspection
of the dwelling. The Rehab Administrator shall determine if a true emergency
exists based upon the site inspection.

Work Write-up and Cost Estimate - The Rehab Specialist will prepare a work write-
up and cost estimate immediately after the on-site inspection and determination an
emergency exists. The work write-up will only include that which is necessary to
alleviate the emergency condition.

Final Eligibility Determination - Housing Rehab staff will verify the stated applicant's
income with all necessary supportive verifications to document the file.

All eligible cases will be presented to the Loan Review Committee, whose decision
will be final on the award of the emergency repair funds. If the amount of work is

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likely to exceed program maximums, the Rehab Administrator shall recommend
other alternatives and options to the Loan Review Committee, which may include
exceeding established limits.

and simultaneously while verification is being determined, a bid package will be
prepared to solicit quotations from contractors on the Qualified Vendors List. Bids
will be to be returned within Seventy Two (72) hours of Notice to Bid. Based upon
the specified scope of work, contractors may be required to be either certified
renovators or lead licensed contractors to comply with lead base paint regulations.
The Staff, after receiving the quotation(s) will compare them with the cost estimate
to ensure that costs are reasonable. A Bid Review Sheet, will be prepared.

Job Award & Notice to Proceed - Upon receiving the final determination of income
eligibility, Rehab Staff shall recommend a contract to the lowest and the best
quotation contractor based upon the work write-up. Upon notification to the
Contractor, a Construction Agreement, Note and Mortgage will be executed. Rehab
work will start after the Notice to Proceed is issued by the Rehabilitation Division.

Inspections - The Rehab Specialist will conduct at least one interim inspection. If it
is determined by the Housing Rehab Administrator, through interim inspections,
that a change order is necessary to complete the proposed rehabilitation work, a
change order will be prepared. It must be executed by the homeowner and
contractor and approved by the Community Development Director and the City
Manager. Upon notice of completion of work, Rehab Specialist will conduct a final
inspection. The Contractor will provide a Payment Invoice Form, a properly
executed Lien Release Form (Notarized), and any applicable warranties to the
Housing Rehab office, before payment is made to the Contractor.

Liaison & Grievance Procedure - The Community Development Department will act
as a liaison between the Homeowner, the Contractor, and the Rehabilitation
Division to resolve any disagreements that may arise during processing and
rehabilitation work. If matters cannot be resolved by this process, then all parties
agree to utilize arbitration services through the Better Business Bureau.

File Closeout & Disposition of Funds Record -A Disposition of Funds record will be
completed for each case once rehabilitation work is completed.

Funds have been approved through the Consolidated Plan Process.

The HOME Loan Program assists low income owner occupants of single-family homes in the City of
Springfield, by correcting sub-standard housing conditions, in order to improve their immediate living
conditions and to upgrade the condition of housing stock in Springfield's older neighborhoods.

This program will be administered by City staff. Loan agreements will be executed with the homeowners
for the requested rehab program and assistance provided to the homeowner in executing the construction
terms and conditions, with the selected contractor. The work specifications will be prepared by Housing
Rehabilitation staff and approved by the homeowner.

The program will follow the guidelines on file in the Community Development Department.

PROGRAM DESIGN GUIDELINES

A. PROGRAM PURPOSE & GOAL:

To assist Low-Income Home Owner Occupants of single family residences located in
the City of Springfield, Ohio by correcting sub standard housing conditions, in order to
improve immediate living conditions and to upgrade the condition of housing stock in
Springfield neighborhoods.

B. PROGRAM DESCRIPTION & ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:
Program Description

An Installment Loan program at zero (0) percent interest for Low-Income owner
occupants of single-family homes in the City of Springfield, Chio. HOME funds will
be used to fund this program. Funds will be provided to eligible and approved
participating homeowner occupants that have selected contractors through a city
assisted bid process that obtains bids from participating area contractors.

Eligibility Requirements

HOME Installment Loan Program:
In order to qualify for the HOME Installment Loan Program, applicants must meet
the following eligibility criteria:

A. Applicant must be an owner occupant of a single-family
residence, in the City of Springfield

B. Applicant must have the ability to repay a loan made by the
City

C. Applicant must meet current Low-Income requirements
adjusted for family size, (i.e. 80% area median income}, as
defined by Federal Requirements, and provide current income
verification, based upon sources of income.

D. Loan amortization period will be 10 years for households over
50% of the area median income and up to 15 years for
households less than 50% of area median and are elderly,
handicapped and/or disabled, or a military veteran.

Definition of Substandard Conditions: Examples of sub standard conditions
may be as follows, however not all possible examples are presented and





therefore, the Housing Rehab Coordinator and the Loan Review Committee will
review and make the final decision on each case.

Roof Repairs with gutters and down spouting;

Mechanical Systems upgrading or replacement of a mechanical system such
as heating, electrical or plumbing;

Windows and Storm Window Installation and/or Replacement and other cost-
effective energy conservation work items; and

Structural Upgrading and other exterior and/or interior repairs, as
needed to bring structures up to City Property Maintenance Code and
HOME Program Rehabilitation Standards.

Lead Base Paint Hazard Control: All participating owners must comply with
federal lead base paint regulations. Repairs less than $5,000 will be
presumed to have lead base paint issues and work may be completed by
either licensed lead contractors or certified renovators. Repairs of $5,000 or
greater must have a lead base paint inspection. This evaluation identifies
lead base paint throughout the house. Once the house has been tested, the
owner must disclose the information to all residents or purchasers of the
property. Work completed under the HOME Loan Program must be
performed by qualified contractors that are either lead licensed by the State
of Ohio or be a Certified EPA Lead Renovator. If a [ead base paint inspection
is required to undertake the rehabilitation work, the cost for this report and
related clearance testing expenses will become a part of the project costs,
but not included as a part of the loan.

TERMS & CONDITIONS OF ASSISTANCE:

HOME Installment Loans: Zero (0) percent interest loans for income-qualified
applicants over five (5) to ten (10) year terms. Loan terms will be determined by
need and analysis/underwriting of debt-income ratios. Applicants will make a
monthly instaliment payment of up to 50% of the overall loan amount, less any
adjustments made due to lead base paint considerations. The remaining 50%
portion will be deferred until the property is either sold/transferred, or if the
property is refinanced during the loan term.

Eligible participants may receive up to a $3,500 deferred loan to address
identified lead base paint work items. This assistance will be in the formof a 3
year deferred loan, after which time, it may be forgiven if the applicant is in
compliance with the loan agreement.
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Applicants that are elderly/disabled/handicapped or are a military veteran and
have household incomes less that 50% of the area median, are provided a 15
year amortization period.

Additional Terms and Conditions for the HOME Installment Loan Program:

A

The City of Springfield will acquire and hold a mortgage on the subject
property for the life of the loan agreement

Qualified veterans will receive a $1,500.00 grant from the City to reduce
overall project costs.

The City of Springfield will incur a cost of $250 per project for bid
preparation and bidding services. This cost will be included in the overall
project costs of the project. However, the cost will be in the form of a grant
to the qualified participant.

The City of Springfield may incur specific project costs as a result of
complying with other state or federal regulations. These types of costs
may include

1. Ohio Historical Preservation Review due to the intended
work scope
2. Lead base paint inspections and related clearance testing

The costs to perform these reviews, conduct these inspections, and fund
these tests will be included in overall project costs, and will be in the form
of a grant to the qualified participant.

Every Year, or as necessary, Community Development Staff will review
each applicant for compliance with the terms and condition of the Loan
Agreement.

The loan agreement shall require recipients to:

a. Maintain the assisted property as their principal place of residence
for the term of the loan

b. Pay all property taxes and maintain Property Hazard Insurance

C. Not allow use of the property to harbor illegal activities

d. Comply with the City's Exterior Property Maintenance Code

Loan Subordination Requests made on behalf of participants who have
been funded by the HOME Loan Program will be presented to the Loan
Review Committee for final approval. The Loan Review Committee wiil
evaluate the request and determine if it meets the current loan
subordination policy as well as other related program requirements. The
City Manager shall execute a Loan Subordination agreement based upon
the recommendation of the Loan Review Committee.

H. Loan Workouts: [f the Loan Review Committee determines that a
recipient(s) is in default or will not be able to satisfy the loan repayment
requirements of the HOME Loan Agreement due to reasonable
circumstances, the committee may provide revised loan terms. The Loan
Review Committee will perform a review of all relevant information on a
case-by-case basis and make a final determination based upon, but not
limited to, the following information:

o Explanation of why original terms and conditions cannot be
satisfied

s Current market value appraisal on property involved by an
approved and a qualified professional

o Listing of all current mortgage debt on the property
Evaluation of client's overall compliance with the program
Current income verifications

In cases of Loan Workouts under the HOME Loan program, under no
circumstance shall the Loan Review Committee waive more than 50% of
the original amount provided to the applicant, less any previous amounts
forgiven.

D. PROGRAM MANAGEMENT PROCEDURES AND FORMAT

The Community Development Depariment developed the program design and
program management manuals in conjunction with the Departments of Law and
Finance. The day to day program administration responsibilities will be administered
by the Housing Division of the Community Development Department. The Community
Development Department will provide on-going oversight and monitoring of program
activities.

Application Processing Procedures:

This process is designed to complete needed repairs in a cost-effective manner and to
improve the quality of life of homeowners who are Very-Low or Low-Income. The
maximum amount to be made available to each property will be based on a weighted
base value of the property, as shown on the County Auditor's Tax Records, or an
"After-Rehab" appraised value. In order to make a determination as to which method
will be used, an in-house Property Valuation Report (PVR) will be completed for all
cases. The Loan Review Commitiee will have the authority to approve any additional
funds that may be necessary to complete a project, once the project has been
undertaken. The amount of these additional funds should not exceed 125% of the
limit from the appraised value being utilized and under no circumstances shall the
home funds exceed the Home Maximum Per-Unit subsidy as stated by the US
Department, (HUD).

Request for Assistance - When the program is opened, application deadlines will
be advertised. All applications must have income and ownership verification
documents.

Verification of Eligibility — The applicant shall complete necessary verification
forms provided by the City of Springfield, and Housing Rehab staff shall verify
income eligibility.

Inspection and Site Visit — An on-site inspection of the dwelling will be performed
by Housing Rehabilitation staff.

Work Write-Up, Cost Estimate & Property Valuation Report ~After an on-site
inspection is complete, Housing Rehabilitation staff will prepare a work write-up

and cost estimate. The work write-up will include all items needed to bring the
property to code. A copy of tax records will be secured from the County Auditor
so a Property Valuation Report (PVR) can be completed, indicating a maximum
level of assistance. [f the PVR does not support the amount of Proposed rehab
work needed by the property, an "After-Rehab" Appraisal may be requested from
a Certified Appraisal agent. Upon receipt of the appraisal, a Preliminary
Feasibility Report will be prepared for Loan Review Committee decision.

Contractor(s) Quotation(s) and Solicitation - For feasible projects, the City will
assist the homeowner in securing bids for the job. In this process, Bid packets will
be prepared for the Purchasing Division to solicit bids from qualified participating
contractors, on behalf of the Owner. After receiving contractor bid packets, the
information will be reviewed with the Owner by the Housing Rehab Administrator.
A Loan Analysis Summary for the Loan Review Committee will be prepared. The
Loan Review Committee’s decision, made by a simple majority, will be final.

Project Sei-Up in the IDIS System - All approved cases will be set-up in the
HOME Cash and Management Information System using the Integrated
Disbursement and Information System (IDIS) by authorized Community
Development Department staff. Project set-up will be coordinated with the loan
closing, in which all necessary documents will be executed. A Construction
Agreement for work completion will be executed at closing. A Morigage will also
be signed. This Mortgage will be recorded in the Clark County Recorder's office,
after three business days have expired, to allow for the Homeowner's Right to
Rescind.

Notice to Proceed & Pre-Construction Conference - After closing documents have
been certified by the Finance Department, a Notice to Proceed will be issued to
the Contractor. The Pre-Construction Conference shall be held at the site to
review specified work items, and other related matters.

Inspections - Housing Rehabilitation staff will conduct interim and progress
payment inspections, as needed. Upon notice of completion of work, a final
inspection of work will be completed by Housing Rehab staff. The Contractor will
provide the Payment Invoice Form, as provided by the City of Springfield, and a

Notarized Lien Release Form with each invoice. A maximum of five invoices will
be processed for each case, with each invoice being at least $2,500, unless
otherwise approved by the Housing Rehab Administrator. Funds will be requested
by the drawdown person using IDIS. Before Contractor receives the final payment
check, all warranties must be received by the Housing Rehab Division.

RESOLUTION OF DIFFERENCES: The City of Springfield shall attempt to
resolve all differences in opinion regarding contract work items between the
homeowner and the Contractor through the Community Development Department.
Disputes not resolved by the City of Springfield will be referred to arbitration
services provided by the Better Business Bureau of the Miami Valley, Inc. A
decision by the Arbitrator shall in all cases be binding and conclusive upon the
parties. The Contractor shall pay the fees and expenses of the Arbitrator, but
each party shall pay its own Attorney fees, if any.

File Closeout & Disposition of Funds Record - Upon completion of each project,
a project Completion Report will be imputed into IDIS to document the completed
project to HUD. A Disposition of Funds record will also be completed for each
case.

Annual Monitoring for Compliance & Release of Mortgage - Each Case will be
monitored for compliance with the terms and conditions of the Loan Agreement.
A release of morigage will be provided to all participants who repay HOME
funds, and at the end of applicable affordability periods as outlined above.
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
